The Pastor’s Message

CONVERT AND BELIEVE
IN THE GOSPEL

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal Raniero
Cantalamessa on the message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

After John was arrested, Jesus approached Galilee preaching the
Gospel of God and said: “The time has been fulfilled and the
Kingdom of God is near; convert and believe in the Good News ».
We must immediately eliminate prejudices. First: conversion does
not refer only to non-believers, or to those who declare themselves
"laity"; We all, indistinctly, need to convert; second: conversion,
understood in a genuinely evangelical sense, is not synonymous
with resignation, effort and sadness, but with freedom and joy; it is
not a regressive state, but a progressive one.

Before Jesus, to convert always meant a "turning back" (the Hebrew
term, shub, means to reverse course, to retrace one's steps). It
indicated the act of someone who, at a certain point in life, realizes
that they are "out of the way"; then it stops, does a rethinking; He
decides to change his attitude and return to the observance of the
law and re-enter the covenant with God. It makes a real U-turn, a
"U-turn." Conversion, in this case, has a moral meaning; It consists
in changing customs, in reforming one's life. On the lips of Jesus
this meaning changes. Conversion no longer means going back, to
the old covenant and the observance of the law, but rather it means
taking a leap forward and entering the Kingdom, grasping the
salvation that has come to men freely, by free and sovereign
initiative of God.

Conversion and salvation have exchanged places. There is no
longer, as the first, conversion on the part of man and therefore
salvation as a reward on the part of God; but salvation comes first,
as God's generous and free offer, and then conversion as man's
response. This is the "joyful announcement", the joyous character of
evangelical conversion. God does not expect man to take the first
step, to change his life, to do good works, almost that salvation is
the reward due to his efforts. No; before there is grace, the initiative
of God. In this, Christianity is distinguished from any other religion:
it does not begin by preaching duty, but gift; It does not begin with
law, but with grace.

"Convert and believe": this phrase does not mean therefore two
different and successive things, but the same fundamental action:
Convert, that is, believe! Convert believing! Faith is the door
through which one enters the Kingdom. If it had been said: the door
is innocence, the door is the exact observance of all the
commandments, the door is patience, purity, one could say: it is not
for me; I am not innocent, I lack this or that virtue. But you are told:
the door is faith. It is impossible for anyone to believe, because God
has created us free and intelligent precisely to make the act of faith
in Him possible. Faith has different faces: there is the faith-assent of
the intellect, the faith-trust. In our case it is a faith-appropriation. In

other words, an act by which one appropriates, almost out of
arrogance, something. Saint Bernard even uses the verb usurp: "I,
what I cannot obtain by myself, I usurp from the side of Christ!"
"Convert and believe" means to properly do a kind of sudden and
ingenious action. With it, even before we have weary ourselves and
acquired merits, we achieve salvation, we even appropriate a
"kingdom." And it is God himself who invites us to do so; he loves
to see this ingenuity, and he is the first to be surprised that "so few
doit."

"Convert!" It is not, as you can see, a threat, something that makes
you sad and forces you to walk with your head bowed and therefore
take as long as possible. On the contrary, it is an incredible offer, an
invitation to freedom and joy. It is the "good news" of Jesus to men
of all time.

CONVERTIOS Y CREED
EN EL EVANGELIO

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en este
Domingo:

Después de que Juan fue arrestado, Jesus se acerco a Galilea
predicando el Evangelio de Dios y decia: «El tiempo se ha
cumplido y el Reino de Dios esta cerca; convertios y creed en
la Buena Nueva». Debemos eliminar inmediatamente los
prejuicios. Primero: la conversion no se refiere solo a los no
creyentes, o a aquellos que se declaran «laicos»; todos
indistintamente tenemos necesidad de convertirnos; segundo:
la conversion, entendida en sentido genuinamente evangélico,
no es sinébnimo de renuncia, esfuerzo y tristeza, sino de
libertad y de alegria; no es un estado regresivo, sino
progresivo. Antes de Jesus, convertirse significaba siempre un
«volver atrds» (el término hebreo, shub, significa invertir el
rumbo, regresar sobre los propios pasos). Indicaba el acto de
quien, en cierto punto de la vida, se percata de estar «fuera del
camino»; entonces se detiene, hace un replanteamiento;
decide cambiar de actitud y regresar a la observancia de la ley
y volver a entrara en la alianza con Dios. Hace un verdadero
cambio de sentido, un «giro en U». La conversion, en este
caso, tienen un significado moral; consiste en cambiar las
costumbres, en reformar la propia vida.

En labios de Jesus este significado cambia. Convertirse ya no
quiere decir volver atrds, a la antigua alianza y a la
observancia de la ley, sino que significa mas bien dar un salto
adelante y entrar en el Reino, aferrar la salvacion que ha
venido a los hombres gratuitamente, por libre y soberana
iniciativa de Dios.

Conversion y salvacion se han intercambiado de lugar. Ya no
estd, como lo primero, la conversion por parte del hombre y
por lo tanto la salvacién como recompensa de parte de Dios;
sino que estd primero la salvacion, como ofrecimiento
generoso y gratuito de Dios, y después la conversion como
respuesta del hombre. En esto consiste el «alegre anuncio», el
caracter gozoso de la conversion evangélica. Dios no espera
que el hombre dé el primer paso, que cambie de vida, que haga
obras buenas, casi que la salvacion sea la recompensa debida
a sus esfuerzos. No; antes esta la gracia, la iniciativa de Dios.
En esto, el cristianismo se distingue de cualquier otra religion:

no empieza predicando el deber, sino el don; no comienza con
la ley, sino con la gracia.

«Convertios y creed»: esta frase no significa por lo tanto dos
cosas distintas y sucesivas, sino la misma accion fundamental:
jConvertios, esto es, creed! jConvertios creyendo! La fe es la
puerta por la que se entra en el Reino. Si se hubiera dicho: la
puerta es la inocencia, la puerta es la observancia exacta de
todos los mandamientos, la puerta es la paciencia, la pureza,
uno podria decir: no es para mi; yo no soy inocente, carezco
de tal o cual virtud. Pero se te dice: la puerta es la fe. A nadie
le es imposible creer, porque Dios nos ha creado libres e
inteligentes precisamente para hacernos posible el acto de fe
en El. «Convertirse y creer» significa hacer propiamente un
tipo de accion repentina e ingeniosa. Con ella, antes atin de
habernos fatigado y adquirido méritos, conseguimos la
salvacion, nos apropiamos incluso de un «reino». Y es Dios
mismo quien nos invita a hacerlo; le encanta ver este ingenio,
y es el primero en sorprenderse de que «tan pocos lo realiceny.

«jConvertios!» no es, como se ve, una amenaza, una cosa que
ponga triste y obligue a caminar con la cabeza agachada y por
ello a tardar lo mas posible. Al contrario, es una oferta
increible, una invitacion a la libertad y a la alegria. Es la
«buena noticia» de Jesus a los hombres de todos los tiempos.
