The Pastor’s Message
Sunday, July 15, 2018 —
XV Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle B)

JESUS IS CALLING YOU
TO BE PROPHET &
WITNESS OF HIS KINGDOM

My dear sisters and brothers,

BE BLESSED BY THE LORD JESUS CHRIST! Today I
would like to share with you the reflections of Abbott Philip of
the Monastery of Christ in the Desert (Abiquiu, New
Mexico), about the message of the Word of God on this
Sunday:

Today we hear about how God chooses people for particular
missions within the Church and about how God chooses all of
us who believe to give witness to Him. Far too often we have
no sense of being called or a sense that God might be asking
something of us. Instead, God calls each one of us and invites
us to follow Him and to proclaim His message to others.

The first reading today is from the Prophet Amos. We can
almost laugh at ourselves when we speak of him as a
prophet. The Prophet Amos tells us: “I was no prophet, nor
have I belonged to a company of prophets; I was a shepherd
and a dresser of sycamores. The Lord took me from following
the flock, and said to me, Go, prophesy to my people Israel.”
Most of us have no sense of being called. We are very much
like this Prophet Amos, going about our own business and
doing what we have to do to earn our living and get along in
life. Amos tells us, however, that he was taken by the Lord
from following his flock and told to prophesy to God’s people
Israel. By our baptism, each of us is called to take up this same
role and to be priest, king and prophet. We are called to be
priests because we are called to intercede for others. We are
called to be kings because we are called to serve other. We are
called to be prophets because the word of God must be
proclaimed by us. We should never confuse this form of
priesthood with the ordained priest. Nevertheless it is
priesthood because the role of priesthood for all of us, whether
ordained or not, is to intercede for others with God.

The second reading today is from the Letter to the Ephesians
and we are this: “In him we were also chosen, destined in
accord with the purpose of the One who accomplishes all things
according to the intention of his will, so that we might exist for
the praise of his glory, we who first hoped in Christ.” We are
called, we have been chosen. Why? For His glory, for the
praise of His glory. We can really be transformed when we
recognize that each of us is chosen. Faith has not just
“happened” to us. No, we have been chosen and must respond
to that calling, that choice.

The Gospel of Mark today tells us about the role of the
twelve. They are called. They are chosen. They are sent
out. They are given a mission. How much easier for us if God

only chose them and not us! How much easier for us if only the
pope, the bishops and the priests must have responsibilities for
preaching and spreading the word of God and the joy of His
Church! Instead, we are a chosen people and the pope and the
bishops and the priests are only there to serve the whole Church
which is all of us. Perhaps some of us remember before the
Second Vatican Council when many of us thought of the
Church as basically priests and religious—both religious sisters
and Dbrothers. In the Council nothing new was
proclaimed. Instead, the Council sought to renew the Church
so that all believers could recognize the dignity of one
another. Through the Council we were invited to recognize, not
as something new but as something that had always been taught
but not always understood—that all of us who believe are the
Church and that within the Church there are various roles but
those roles don’t make anyone better or worse. The roles are
just service. We see this teaching already and very clearly in
the Apostle Paul. Today we are invited, each one of us, to
recognize our own calling and to seek to know what God asks
of us in order to spread the Kingdom. Let us open our hearts
and our minds in faith.

JESUS TE LLAMA
A SER PROFETA Y
TESTIGO DE SU REINO

Mis queridas hermanas y mis queridos hermanos:

iQUE EL SENOR TE BENDIGA! Hoy vamos a compartir las
reflexiones de Fray Miguel de Burgos Nuiiez, O.P. (Espaiia),
sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en este Domingo:

La primera lectura, del profeta Amos, es toda una revelacion
de su vocacion y de su mision. Este relato forma parte de un
texto biografico que marca las diferencias en un libro que estan
muy prefiado de visiones y revelaciones (7,10-17). La llamada
de un profeta verdadero siempre provoca admiracion y
desconcierto. Amoés era un hombre de pueblo de Tecua en el
reino de Juda, al sur de Jerusalén, que fue enviado por Dios al
reino de norte, en el momento de mayor esplendor de Samaria,
su capital, pero precisamente cuando mas injusticias y tropelias
podian constatarse. Porque la historia nos demuestra que en
esas situaciones los egoismos y el afan de poder y dinero de
unos pocos prevalece sobre la situacion limite de los pobres y la
viudas. Amos se presenta en la ciudad de Betel, santuario real
del reino de Israel, en el que el sacerdote Amasias le reprocha
que venga a poner malos corazones y a juzgar a la monarquia,
la corte entera y los oficios sagrados de los sacerdotes del
santuario. Amasias tenia a sus profetas o tedlogos oficiales ya
amaestrados para decir y agorar lo que él queria.

Sobre la segunda lectura, aunque se proclame en nuestra
lectura que esta carta es de San Pablo, la opinion mas extendida
hoy, aunque no sea general, es que es un escrito posterior de la
escuela paulina. Es un escrito de una gran densidad teoldgica;
una especie de circular para las comunidades cristianas de Asia
Menor, cuya capital era Efeso. En realidad lo que hoy nos toca
leer de esta lectura es el famoso himno con el que casi se abre la
epistola. Es un himno o eulogia (alabanza), a Dios,
probablemente de origen bautismal, como sucede con muchos
himnos del NT; desde luego ha nacido en la liturgia de las
comunidades cristianas. Su autor, como Pablo hizo con Flp 2,5-
11, lo ha incardinado a su escrito por la fuerza que tiene y
porque no encontr6 ostras palabras mejores para alabar a Dios.

El evangelio de Marcos es una de esas piezas evangélicas que
mas han dado que hablar. Se trata del envio a la mision de los
Doce discipulos que Jestis se habia escogido (cf Mc 3,13-19).
Es una mision en itinerancia, ya que el reino de Dios que deben
anunciar y que Jess esta haciendo presente debe tener un
caracter de peregrinacion. Se ha dicho que las condiciones
espartanas de este envio han sido cultivadas por los discipulos
itinerantes que tuvieron que ser rechazados en muchos lugares

del judaismo. Incluso se ha pensado que para entender estas
condiciones se han tenido en cuenta unas condiciones que la
Mishna (libro que recoge en el s. II d. C. la ensefianzas de los
rabinos) establece para la peregrinacion al templo cuando
todavia existia. La diferencia es que Jesus propone que se lleve
baston y sandalias, a diferencia de lo que se exige para
peregrinar al templo de Jerusalén (de hecho estan ausentes en el
texto de Mt 10,10; Lc 9,3; 10,4). Y es que los discipulos
cristianos no van a un lugar santo, sino que deben llevar un
baston para andar por todos los caminos del mundo y unas
sandalias para que no se destrocen los pies.(Source:
