The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, June 3, 2018 —
Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ —
Corpus Christi (Cycle B)

Ist Reading: Ex 24:3-8; Psalm: 116: 12-18;
2nd Reading Hb 9: 11-15; Gospel: Mc 14: 12-16,22-26

OUR TRUE FOOD IS GOD HIMSELF!

My dear sisters and brothers,

Today I would like to share with you the reflections of Abbott
Philip of the Monastery of Christ in the Desert (Abiquiu, New
Mexico) about the message of the Word of God on this Sunday:

“Eat my flesh. Drink my blood.” It is no wonder that many
people in the first century of Christianity thought of Christians as
cannibals! The focus of this great Solemnity of Corpus Christi is
on the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist. This Solemnity is
an echo of Holy Thursday, when we celebrated the memory of the
Last Supper. The first reading today is from the Book of Exodus
and is about the Covenant between God and the Chosen People,
with Moses acting as the spokesperson for the Chosen People. The
way in which such a covenant was expressed was by sacrificing
lots of bulls and collecting their blood and pouring half of that
blood on the altar (the symbol of God’s presence) and sprinkling
the other half over the assembled people. The point is that the
People and God are now joined by a bond of blood.

The second reading is from the Letter to the Hebrews. Again
the focus of the reading is on blood, but showing that the
sprinkling of blood only gives a bond that cannot last and is not
perfect. Yet Jesus Christ shed His blood for us. Jesus poured out
His blood for us. The Letter to the Hebrews wants us to recognize
that this pouring of blood makes a perfect covenant and one which
will never end. Jesus is the mediator of a New Covenant. Because
Jesus has died for us we can receive eternal life.

The Gospel is from Saint Mark and is the account of the Last
Supper and is the narrative of the institution of the transforming
mystery of Christ being with us always. Again, we can dwell on
blood. “This is my blood of the covenant which shall be shed for
many.” Then Jesus leaves to meet His death. Today many of us are
far removed from any contact with blood, either human blood or
animal blood. Many of us no longer think of blood as the lifeblood
of people. To understand these readings we must spend some time
thinking about blood. Blood is shed all the time in our modern
world. There are wars in so many countries today. Even worse, the
blood of innocents is shed without even thinking about it. In China
alone, during 40 years, there were 336 million abortions. We can
think of all these souls as a mighty army in heaven, interceding for
our world, which continues to exterminate the unborn at a high
rate. The blood of the innocent cries out! Each year in our world
there are about 55 million unborn children who are victims of
abortion.

A Covenant in blood is a promise for life! The more we are
able to live because of the blood of Christ, the more we can have
the strength to work at changing our world, which lives in such
darkness. So first, we must believe and invite others to believe.
Then we must seek to follow Jesus Christ and His Way. In that
following, our world will change.

El Mensaje del Parroco

Domingo 3 de junio de 2018 —
Solemnidad de Corpus Christi (Ciclo B)

la Lect: Ex 24:3-8; Salmo: 116: 12-18;
2a Lect.: Hb 9: 11-15; Evangelio: Mc 14: 12-16,22-26

iNUESTRA VERDADERA
COMIDA ES DIOS MISMO!

Mis queridas hermanas y mis queridos hermanos:

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones de Fray Miguel de
Burgos Nuiiez, O.P. (Espafia), sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de
Dios en este Domingo:

En la primera lectura, Moisés, bajando del monte,
comunica la experiencia que habia tenido de Dios, de sus
palabras, que han de considerarse como palabras de la Alianza
que Dios habia sellado anteriormente con su pueblo con el
Codigo de la Alianza cuyo corazon es el Decalogo. Entonces,
pues, se organiza una liturgia sagrada, un banquete, que quiere
significar la ratificacion de la Alianza que Dios ha hecho con el
que ha sacado de la esclavitud. El misterio de la sangre, de su
aspersion, expresa el misterio de comunion de vida entre Dios y
su pueblo ya que, seglin se pensaba, la vida estaba en la sangre.
Por ello este texto se considera como prefiguracion de la Nueva
Alianza que Jesus adelanta en la tltima cena.

La carta a los Hebreos (segunda lectura) es uno de los
escritos mas densos del NT. En este texto se nos exhorta desde
la teologia sacrificial, que pone de manifiesto que los sacrificios
de la Antigua Alianza no pudieron conseguir lo que Jesucristo
realiza con el suyo, con la entrega de su propia vida. Y esto lo
ha realizado «de una vez por todasy» en la cruz, de tal manera
que los efectos de la muerte de Jesus, la redencion y su amor
por los hombres, se hacen presentes en la celebracion de este
sacramento. El recurrir a las metaforas y al lenguaje de la
accion sacrificial puede que resulte hoy poco convincente, fruto
de una cultura que no es la nuestra. No obstante, la
significacion de todo ello nos muestra una novedad, ya que todo
se apoya en un sacerdocio especial, el de Melquisedec y en una
entrega inigualable.

El evangelio expone la preparacion de la tlltima cena de
Jesus con los suyos y la tradicion de sus gestos y sus palabras
en aquella noche, antes de morir. Sabemos de la importancia
que esta tradicion tuvo desde el principio del cristianismo.
Aquella noche (fuera o no una cena ritualmente pascual), Jesus
hizo y dijo cosas que quedaran grabadas en la conciencia de los
suyos. Con toda razén se ha recalcado el «haced esto en
memoria miay». Sus palabras sobre el pan y sobre la copa
expresan la magnitud de lo que queria hacer en la cruz:
entregarse por los suyos, por todos los hombres, por el mundo,
con un amor sin medida.
