The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, January 26, 2020 —
111 Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle A)

JESUS CALLS YOU TOO,
BY NAME: ANSWER HIM!

My dear sisters and brothers:

May the Lord bless you! Today | would like to share with
you the reflections of Friar Colin Carr, OP (Newcastle,
Great Britain) about the message of the Word of God on
this Sunday:

TO THE ENDS OF THE EARTH

Last week we read about the Lord’s servant being given a
greater commission than the original one — It is not
enough for you to restore the tribes of Jacob.... | will
make you the light of the nations so that my salvation may
reach to the ends of the earth. “The ends of the earth” can
sound rather like “the back end of beyond”, and that’s
what the lands of Zebulun and Naphtali were in the eyes
of the people of Jerusalem and Judah. And that’s what
the disorganised tribes of Israel would have looked like to
the Midianite oppressors back in the days of the Judges,
before Gideon led a campaign of liberation “on the day of
Midian”. In Isaiah’s vision hope comes to the hopeless,
light comes to those in darkness, to those at the back of
beyond. What | learned from my atlas at school is that
Britain is at the centre of the world, then there’s the West,
the South, the Middle East, the East and the Far East. It's
taken me a long time to realise how odd that language is
— as is the language of “sunrise” and “sunset’. People
either place themselves at the centre of things and see
others as more or less marginal; or they actually feel
themselves to be marginal and profoundly unimportant,
even worthless. Isaiah of Jerusalem speaks for those who
are and feel marginal, and Jesus comes among such
people with a startling message: “Repent, for the kingdom
of heaven is close at hand.” Now we usually think of
repenting as being sorry for our bad ways and trying to do
better; but it can also mean changing your way of
thinking, and if the people to whom Jesus came thought
of themselves as worthless, surely Jesus wouldn’'t have
been rubbing it in, but encouraging them to think
differently.

Matthew then tell us about Jesus calling two sets of
brothers to follow him; is this linked with what has gone
before, or is it just the next thing that happens, without
any connection? Well, it would make sense to assume
that there is some connection, and in the gospel the
followers of Jesus become connected with the
announcing of the kingdom. Although after the double call
story Matthew says Jesus went round teaching,
proclaiming the kingdom and curing, it doesn’t make

sense to exclude the recently reconstituted fishermen
from that activity. In the future he will send out many of
his followers to do what he has been doing, and in these
call stories Matthew is introducing us to the idea of the
Church. The God who is utterly self-sufficient creates
companions for himself; the Son of God who has all
power to transform the world chooses to use companions
for his work, and he gathers a community of gatherers to
continue to draw more and more companions into the
kingdom; and that community of gatherers is the Church
which simply is the presence of Christ acting as he acted
all round Galilee, acting now round all places, and
especially the no-places of our world, to bring good news
of the kingdom of heaven to those for whom there seems
to be nothing but bad news. (Source:

JESUS TAMBIEN TE
LLAMA A TI POR TU NOMBRE:
i{RESPONDELE!

Mis queridas hermanas y mis queridos hermanos:

jHola! Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones de Fray
Gerardo Sanchez Mielgo, O.P. (Valencia, Espaia),
sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en este
Domingo:

El fragmento se encuentra en un conjunto narrativo que
describe los inicios de la misidon de Jesus. Anuncio del
Reino con obras y palabras. Un programa abierto y
estable que recoge al final de su relato (Mt 28, 20). La
universalidad es una trabajosa conquista en la vision
mateana de la salvacion.

La decisidon de Jesus de fijar su residencia en Cafarnaum
es un simbolo significativo de su plan evangelizador.
Importa la significacion simbdlica porque Cafarnaum es
una ciudad fronteriza entre el pueblo de Israel y el mundo
pagano. En esta ciudad existe una red de control de
mercancias. En esta ciudad hay muchos recaudadores
de impuestos. Abierta al mundo pagano, es un signo
prometedor de la llegada del Evangelio al mundo gentil,
aunque en su dia. Mateo anuncia pero espera a
presentar la realidad después de la resurreccion de Jesus
que es cuando envia a los apostoles a evangelizar a
todas las gentes.

Precisamente en el discurso misionero (capitulo 10),
Mateo insiste en que los apdstoles no han de ir a los
gentiles, sino que deben dirigirse a las ovejas perdidas de
Israel. Anuncio y cumplimiento en dos etapas distintas: la
etapa del Jesus que vive entre los hombres es para
reunir a las tribus de Israel; la etapa del Jesus resucitado
que ha recibido todo poder en el cielo y en la tierra que
supone el derribo de todos los muros de separacion.
Entonces sera posible la oferta del Evangelio a todas las
gentes porque el Sefor de la tierra es Jesus resucitado y
puede enviar embajadores y mensajeros suyos por todos
su dominios.

La estancia en Cafarnaum no sera estable y cerrada.
Jesus va a adoptar una forma nueva de proclamacién de
la Palabra de Dios: la itinerancia. Sera un itinerante
permanente durante su ministerio. Es una caracteristica
que le permite alcanzar a pueblos y aldeas para
anunciarles la Buena Nueva de la presencia ya de la

Soberania de Dios. La mision de la Iglesia es universal.
Hemos de repetirlo una y otra vez porque es necesario
ofrecer al mundo la realidad universal, en todos los
planos y gentes, de la Iglesia. So6lo asi sera creible su
existencia y su mensaje a los hombres de toda cultura o
nacion. Los discipulos actuales de Jesus son invitados a
seguir prestando una profunda y sincera adhesién a la
persona de Jesus, y a su Evangelio liberador, consolador
y esperanzador como respuesta eficaz y valida para las
necesidades que aquejan a nuestro mundo. Es urgente y
necesario este compromiso real, palpable y convincente
con el Evangelio.
