The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, August 30, 2020 —
XXII Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle A)

1% Reading: Jr: 20:7-9, Psalm: 62:2-6,8-9
2" Reading.: Rom:12:1-2, Gospel: Mt: 16:21-27

THE CROSS IS THE TRUE
ANTIDOTE FOR SUFFERING

My dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you, and your loved ones...

In this Gospel of Matthew, the Lord makes the first
announcement of what his death and resurrection will be,
he speaks clearly about the Cross and with this he begins
to dethrone all the distorted images that we have of God
and His love. God's love is passionate, His son lives it and
suffers it, because He comes to experience in His own
flesh the good and evil of those He loves, who are all of
us.

The rich, the powerful and the wise of the time show us
the aspirations of the world: the desire to have or to
possess, the drive to power and to appear, and they show
it as the aspirations that would make anyone happy, when
in reality they are only one mask that hides selfishness,
indifference and death. Jesus penetrates this reality in
which we find ourselves to show us what true love is.

Jesus' death does not happen when He is captured, but
when He surrenders himself knowing that His time has
come, His death is the victory over the dominion and
tyranny of death itself, that is why He needs to go through
death in order to defeat it and resurrect.

Now Peter, because of the love he has for his master, calls
him aside to reprimand him, because what he is saying in
reference to his passion, death and resurrection seems like
a bad joke. These are things that shouldn’t even be
mentioned, and it is precisely here where he shows us the
false image that man has of himself and of God; Peter
wants to do his own will, because he does not trust, he
cannot see the wonder of salvation that comes through all
the events that will happen to Jesus, and thus, even with
good intention, he becomes a stumbling block, an obstacle
against the will of God.

Jesus, with great love, rebukes Peter in turn and makes
him see that this correction is not so much against his
person; it is not an insult but a rebuke to the demons that
he carries within, to the pagan ideas that have made him
suffer during his life, and shows him a window to a true
liberation, a freedom from the scandal of suffering, which
antidote is the cross: the one each one of us is invited to

carry.

Jesus (and therefore God) does not think like Peter, He
does not think like us, He wants to help us to not project
our desires on Him all the time. Faith is a gift that is
acquired little by little, as long as there is a desire for
conversion, a desire to accept and adore the cross that
each of us carries, because the devil's lie makes us slaves
of fear.

True life is loving and giving our lives for the one who
has given Himself for us; it cannot be bought with money
or pleasure. It is something that is submerged in the will
of the Father, a house that resists all storms. It is eternal
life.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

En este Evangelio de Mateo, el Sefior hace el primer
anuncio de lo que va a ser su muerte y su resurreccion,
habla claramente de la cruz y con esto comienza a
destronar todas las imagenes distorsionadas que tenemos
de Dios y de su amor. El amor de Dios es apasionado, su
hijo lo vive y lo sufre, pues ¢l llega a vivir en su propia
carne el bien y el mal de aquellos a quienes ama, que
somos todos nosotros.
