The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, September 13, 2020 —
XXIV Sunday in ordinary time (Cycle A)

Ist Reading: Sir 27:30-28:7; Psalm: 103;
2nd Reading: Rm 14:7-9; Gospel: Mt 18: 21-35

HOW MANY TIMES
SHOULD WE FORGIVE?

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Father
Raniero Cantalamessa, on the message of the Word of
God for this Sunday:

Forgiving is very serious, humanly difficult, and if not, an
impossible endeavor. It should not be talked about lightly,
without realizing what is being asked of the offended
person when told to forgive. Along with the command to
forgive, man must also be given a reason to do so. This is
what Jesus does with the parable of the king and the two
servants. From the parable it is clear why it is necessary to
forgive: because God, before, has forgiven us many things
and keeps forgiving us! He forgives us a debt infinitely
greater than that which a fellow man of ours can have
with us.

Saint Paul can already say: " Forgive as the Lord forgave
you" (Col 3,13). Talion’s law has been overcome: "An
eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth." The criterion is no
longer: "What another has done to you, do to him"; but:
"What God has done to you, you do to the other." Jesus
did not limit himself, moreover, to ordering us to forgive;
he did it first. As they nailed him to the cross, he begged,
saying: "Father, forgive them, because they don't know
what they're doing!" (Lc 23,34). It is what distinguishes
the Christian faith from any other religion.

Someone might object: to forgive seventy times seven
will encourage injustice and give the green light to
arrogance! Not so; Christian forgiveness does not exclude
that you can also, in certain cases, denounce the person
and bring them to justice, especially when the interests
and the good of other people are at stake.

But there are not only great pardons; there is also daily
forgiveness: in the life of a couple, at work, between
relatives, between friends, colleagues, acquaintances.

We must be careful not to fall into a trap. There is also a
risk in forgiveness. It consists of having the mentality of
those who always believe they have something to forgive

others. The danger of always believing yourself to be
forgiven creditors, victims, but never debtors. If we reflect
well, many times, when we are about to say: "I forgive
you!", We would change our attitude and words and say
to the person in front of us: "Forgive me!" We would
realize that we too have something to ask to be forgiven
from that person. Even more important than forgiving is
asking for forgiveness.

¢PERO... CUANTAS VECES SE
DEBE PERDONAR?

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Padre
Raniero Cantalamessa, sobre el mensaje de la Palabra
de Dios en este Domingo:

Perdonar es algo serio, humanamente dificil, si no
imposible. No se debe hablar de ello a la ligera, sin
darse cuenta de lo que se pide a la persona ofendida
cuando se le dice que perdone. Junto al mandato de
perdonar hay que proporcionar al hombre también un
motivo para hacerlo. Es lo que Jesis hace con la
parabola del rey y de los dos siervos. Por la pardbola
estd claro por qué se debe perdonar: jporque Dios,
antes, nos ha perdonado y nos perdona! Nos perdona
una deuda infinitamente mayor que la que un semejante
nuestro puede tener con nosotros. San Pablo ya puede
decir: «Como el Sefior os ha perdonado, haced asi
también vosotros» (Col 3,13). Esta superada la ley del
talion: «Ojo por ojo, diente por diente». El criterio ya
no es: «Lo que otro te ha hecho a ti, hazselo a €l»; sino:
«Lo que Dios te ha hecho a ti, hazselo ti al otro». Jesus
no se ha limitado, por lo demas, a mandarnos perdonar;
lo ha hecho ¢l primero. Mientras le clavaban en la cruz
rogo diciendo: «Padre, jperdonales, porque no saben lo
que hacen!» (Lc 23,34). Es lo que distingue la fe
cristiana de cualquier otra religion.

Alguno podria objetar: ;perdonar setenta veces siete no
representa alentar la injusticia y dar luz verde a la
prepotencia? No; el perdon cristiano no excluye que
puedas también, en ciertos casos, denunciar a la persona
y llevarla ante la justicia, sobre todo cuando estan en
juego los intereses y el bien incluso de otras personas.

Pero no hay sélo grandes perdones; existen también los
perdones de cada dia: en la vida de pareja, en el trabajo,
entre parientes, entre amigos, colegas, conocidos.

Debemos estar atentos para no caer en una trampa.
Existe un riesgo también en el perdon. Consiste en

formarse la mentalidad de quien cree tener siempre algo
que perdonar a los demas. El peligro de creerse siempre
acreedores de perdon, jamas deudores. Si
reflexionaramos bien, muchas veces, cuando estamos a
punto de decir: «jTe perdono!», cambiariamos actitud y
palabras y diriamos a la persona que tenemos enfrente:
«jPerdoname!». Nos dariamos cuenta de que también
nosotros tenemos algo que hacernos perdonar por ella.
Aun mas importante que perdonar es pedir perdon.
