The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, October 25, 2020 —
XXX Sunday in ordinary time (Cycle A)

I*' Reading: Ex 22:20-26; Psalm: 18;
2" Reading 1Thes 1:5-10; Gospel: Mt 22:34-40

“LOVE GOD AND LOVE YOUR
NEIGHBOR”

Dear brothers and sisters,

Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Pope Emeritus
Benedict XVI on the message of the Word of God for this
Sunday:

The Word of the Lord, which has just been proclaimed in the
Gospel, has reminded us that love is the compendium of all
divine Law. The Evangelist Matthew narrates that the
Pharisees, after Jesus responded to the Sadducees leaving
them speechless, met to put him to the test. The question
suggests the concern, present in the ancient Jewish tradition,
to find a unifying principle of the various formulations of
God's will. It was not an easy question, if we take into account
that in the Law of Moses 613 precepts and prohibitions are
contemplated. How to discern, among all of them, the
greatest? But Jesus does not hesitate and responds promptly:
"You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with
all your soul and with all your mind. This is the greatest and
the first commandment."

In his answer, Jesus quotes the Shema, the prayer that the
pious Israelite prays several times a day, especially in the
morning and in the afternoon, the proclamation of the
complete and total love that is due to God, as the only Lord.
However, Jesus adds: "The second is similar to this: You shall
love your neighbor as yourself" The evangelical page on
which we are meditating underlines that being disciples of
Christ is putting into practice his teachings, which are
summarized in the first and greatest of the commandments of
the divine Law, the commandment of love. The neighbor we
must love is also the stranger, the orphan, the widow and the
destitute, that is, those citizens who have no "defender".

In the second Reading we can see a concrete application of
the supreme commandment of love in one of the first Christian
communities. Saint Paul, writing to the Thessalonians, gives
them to understand that, although he has known them
recently, he appreciates them and carries them with affection
in his heart. For this reason he points to them as "a model for
all the believers in Macedonia and Achaia" (1 Thes 1, 7). Of
course, there is plenty of weaknesses and difficulties in that
community founded a short time ago, but love surpasses
everything, renews everything, conquers everything: the love
of those who, aware of their own limits, in a docile way,

follow the words of Christ, divine Master, transmitted through
a faithful disciple of him. It is a love that also accepts hard
tests based on the truth of the divine Word; and precisely in
this way true love grows and truth shines with all its splendor.
How important it is, therefore, to listen to the Word and for it
to become incarnate in personal and community life!

“AMAR A DIOS Y AMAR AL
PROJIMO?”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Papa
Emerito BenedictoX V1, sobre el mensaje de la Palabra
de Dios en este Domingo:

La Palabra del Selor, que se acaba de proclamar en el
Evangelio, nos ha recordado que el amor es el
compendio de toda la Ley divina. El evangelista san
Mateo narra que los fariseos, despuls de que Jes(s
respondiera a los saduceos dej ndolos sin palabras, se
reunieron para ponerlo a prueba. La pregunta deja
adivinar la preocupacion, presente en la antigua tradicion
judaica, por encontrar un principio unificador de las
diversas formulaciones de la voluntad de Dios. No era
una pregunta fl¢il, si tenemos en cuenta que en la Ley de
Mois[s se contemplan 613 preceptos y prohibiciones.
(Como discernir, entre todos ellos, el mayor? Pero Jesus
no titubea y responde con prontitud: "Amar(s al Sefior,
tu Dios, con todo tu corazdn, con toda tu alma y con toda
tu mente. Este es el mayor y el primer mandamiento"

En su respuesta, Jesus cita el Shem!] la oracion que el
israelita piadoso reza varias veces al dia, sobre todo por
la manana y por la tarde, la proclamacion del amor
integro y total que se debe a Dios, como unico Sefior. Sin
embargo, Jesus afiade: "El segundo es semejante a este:
Amaras a tu projimo como a ti mismo" La pagina
evang/lica sobre la que estamos meditando subraya que
ser discipulos de Cristo es poner en prlctica sus
ensel anzas, que se resumen en el primero y mayor de los
mandamientos de la Ley divina, el mandamiento del
amor. El préjimo al que debemos amar es tambiln el
forastero, el hultfano, la viuda y el indigente, es decir,
los ciudadanos que no tienen ningn "defensor".

En la segunda Lectura podemos ver una aplicacion
concreta del mandamiento supremo del amor en una de
las primeras comunidades cristianas. San Pablo,
escribiendo a los Tesalonicenses, les da a entender que,
aunque los conozca desde hace poco, los aprecia y los

lleva con caril 0 en su corazon. Por este motivo los sel ala
como "modelo para todos los creyentes de Macedonia y
de Acaya" (1 Ts 1, 7). Por supuesto, no faltan debilidades
y dificultades en aquella comunidad fundada hacia poco
tiempo, pero el amor todo lo supera, todo lo renueva,
todo lo vence: el amor de quien, consciente de sus
propios limites, sigue docilmente las palabras de Cristo,
divino Maestro, transmitidas a trav (s de un fiel discipulo
suyo. Es un amor que acepta tambiln pruebas duras por
la verdad de la Palabra divina; y precisamente asi crece
el amor verdadero y la verdad brilla con todo su
esplendor. jQullimportante es, por tanto, escuchar la
Palabra y encarnarla en la existencia personal y
comunitaria!
