The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, January 3, 2021 —
THE EPIPHANY OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST (Cycle B)

I°' Reading: Is 60:1-6 Psalm: 72;
2" Reading Eph 3:2-6 Gospel: Mt 2:1-12

THE EPIPHANY OF
OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST

Dear brothers and sisters,

Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Pope Emeritus
Benedict XVI on the message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

The Epiphany, the "manifestation" of our Lord Jesus Christ, is a
multifaceted mystery. The Latin tradition identifies it with the visit
of the Magi to the Child Jesus in Bethlehem and, therefore, interprets
it above all as a revelation of the Messiah of Israel to the pagan
peoples. In contrast, the Eastern tradition privileges the moment of
Jesus' baptism in the Jordan River, when he manifested himself as
the only begotten Son of the heavenly Father, consecrated by the
Holy Spirit.

In this singular episode, narrated by Saint Matthew, the Church
Fathers also saw a kind of cosmological "revolution" caused by the
entrance of the Son of God into the world. For example, Saint John
Chrysostom writes: "When the star was placed over the Child, it
stopped; and only a power that the stars do not have could do this,
that is, first hide itself, then appear again and, finally, stop
"(Homilies on the Gospel of Saint Matthew, 7, 3). Consequently, it
is not the cosmic elements that have to be divinized, but, on the
contrary, in everything and above all there is a personal will, the
Spirit of God, who in Christ revealed himself as Love (cf. Spe salvi,
5). If so, then men, as Saint Paul writes to the Colossians, are not
slaves of the "elements of the cosmos" (cf. Col 2, 8), but are free,
that is, capable of relating to creative freedom. of God. God is at the
origin of everything and governs everything, not in the manner of a
cold and anonymous engine, but as Father, Husband, Friend,
Brother.

Ancient Christian writers compare Jesus to a new sun. According to
current astrophysical knowledge, we should compare it with an even
more central star, not only for the solar system, but even for the
entire known universe. In this mysterious design, both physical and
metaphysical, which led to the appearance of the human being as the
crowning of the elements of creation, Jesus came into the world,
"born of woman" (Ga 4, 4), as St. Paul. The Son of man sums up
earth and heaven, creation and the Creator, the flesh and the Spirit.
It is the center of the cosmos and of history, because in it the Author
and his work come together without being confused. In the earthly
Jesus is the culmination of creation and history, but in the risen
Christ goes further: the passage, through death, to eternal life
anticipates the point of the "recapitulation" of everything in Christ
(cf. Eph 1, 10).

For this reason, those who believe in Christ always maintain hope,
even today, in the face of the great social and economic crisis that
afflicts humanity; in the face of hatred and destructive violence that
do not stop bleeding many regions of the earth; faced with

selfishness and man's claim to establish himself as his own god,
which sometimes leads to dangerous alterations of the divine plan
for life and dignity of the human being, on the family and the
harmony of creation.

Dear brothers and sisters, pray for us, the shepherds of the Church,
so that, assimilating the Word of God daily, we can transmit it
faithfully to the brothers. But we also pray for all of you, the faithful,
because each Christian, through Baptism and Confirmation, is called
to proclaim Christ, the light of the world, with the word and the
testimony of his life. May the Virgin Mary, Star of evangelization,
help us to carry out this mission together; and intercede for us from
heaven Saint Paul, Apostle of the Gentiles. Amen.

El Mensaje del Parroco

SOLEMNIDAD DE LA EPIFANIA (Ciclo B)

la Lect: Is 60:1-6 Salmo 72;
2a Lect: Efe 3:2-6; Evangelio: Mt 2:1-12

LA EPIFANIA DE NUESTRO
SENOR JESUCRISTO

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Papa Emerito
Benedicto XVI, sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en este
Domingo:

La Epifania, la "manifestacion”" de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, es
un misterio multiforme. La tradicion latina lo identifica con la
visita de los Magos al Nifio Jesis en Belén y, por tanto, lo
interpreta sobre todo como revelacion del Mesias de Israel a los
pueblos paganos. En cambio, la tradicion oriental privilegia el
momento del bautismo de Jesus en el rio Jordan, cuando se
manifestd como Hijo unigénito del Padre celestial, consagrado
por el Espiritu Santo.

En este singular episodio, narrado por san Mateo, los Padres de la
Iglesia vieron también una especie de "revolucion" cosmologica,
causada por el ingreso del Hijo de Dios en el mundo. Por ejemplo,
san Juan Crisostomo escribe: "Cuando la estrella se situd sobre el
Nifio, se detuvo; y solo una potencia que los astros no tienen podia
hacer esto, es decir, primero ocultarse, luego aparecer de nuevo y,
por ultimo, detenerse" (Homilias sobre el evangelio de san Mateo,
7, 3).

Por consiguiente, no son los elementos césmicos los que se han de
divinizar, sino, al contrario, en todo y por encima de todo hay una
voluntad personal, el Espiritu de Dios, que en Cristo se revelé como
Amor (cf._Spe salvi, 5). Si es asi, entonces los hombres, como
escribe san Pablo a los Colosenses, no son esclavos de los
"elementos del cosmos" (cf. Col 2, 8), sino que son libres, es decir,
capaces de relacionarse con la libertad creadora de Dios. Dios esta
en el origen de todo y lo gobierna todo, no a la manera de un motor
frio y an6nimo, sino como Padre, Esposo, Amigo, Hermano.

Los escritores cristianos antiguos comparan a Jesis con un nuevo
sol. Segtin los conocimientos astrofisicos actuales, lo deberiamos
comparar con una estrella ain mas central, no sélo para el sistema
solar, sino incluso para todo el universo conocido. En este
misterioso designio, al mismo tiempo fisico y metafisico, que llevo
a la aparicion del ser humano como coronacion de los elementos de
la creacion, vino al mundo Jests, "nacido de mujer" (Ga 4, 4), como
escribe san Pablo. El Hijo del hombre resume en si la tierra y el
cielo, la creacion y el Creador, la carne y el Espiritu. Es el centro del
cosmos y de la historia, porque en €l se unen sin confundirse el
Autor y su obra.

En el Jests terreno se encuentra el culmen de la creacion y de la
historia, pero en el Cristo resucitado se va mas alla: el paso, a través
de la muerte, a la vida eterna anticipa el punto de la "recapitulacion"
de todo en Cristo (cf. Ef 1, 10). Por eso, los que creen en Cristo
mantienen siempre la esperanza, también hoy, ante la gran crisis
social y econémica que aflige a la humanidad; ante el odio y la
violencia destructora que no dejan de ensangrentar a muchas
regiones de la tierra; ante el egoismo y la pretension del hombre de
erigirse como dios de si mismo, que a veces lleva a peligrosas
alteraciones del plan divino sobre la vida y la dignidad del ser
humano, sobre la familia y la armonia de la creacion.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, orad por nosotros, los pastores de
la Iglesia, a fin de que, asimilando diariamente la Palabra de Dios,
podamos transmitirla con fidelidad a los hermanos. Pero también
nosotros oramos por todos vosotros, los fieles, porque cada
cristiano, por el Bautismo y la Confirmacioén, estd llamado a
anunciar a Cristo, luz del mundo, con la palabra y el testimonio de
su vida.

Que la Virgen Maria, Estrella de la evangelizacion, nos ayude a
llevar a cabo juntos esta mision; e interceda por nosotros desde el
cielo san Pablo, Apdstol de los gentiles. Amén.
