The Pastor’s Message

LISTEN TO HIM!

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings for you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal
Raniero Cantalamessa on the message of the Word of God for
this Sunday:

"This is my beloved Son, listen to him." With these words, God
the Father gave Jesus Christ to humanity as his only and
definitive Master, superior to the Laws and the prophets. Where
is Jesus speaking today so that we can listen to him? He speaks
to us first of all through our conscience. She is a kind of
"repeater", installed within us, of the very voice of God. But by
itself it is not enough. It's easy to make him say what we like to
hear. For this reason she needs to be enlightened and sustained
by the Gospel and by the teaching of the Church.

The Gospel is the quintessential place where Jesus speaks to us
today. But we know from experience that the words of the
Gospel can also be interpreted in different ways. The one who
assures us of an authentic interpretation is the Church, instituted
by Christ precisely for this purpose: "Whoever listens to you
listens to me" [Lk 10, 16]. For this reason it is important that we
seek to know the doctrine of the Church, to know it first-hand,
as she herself understands and proposes it, not in the
interpretation —often distorted and reductive— of the media.

Almost as important as knowing where Jesus is speaking today
is knowing where he is not speaking. He certainly does not
speak through magicians, fortune tellers, necromancers,
horoscope speakers, so-called extraterrestrial messages; He
doesn't speak in the occult. In Scripture we read this warning in
this regard: «There must not be in you anyone who makes his
son or daughter pass through fire, who practices divination,
astrology, sorcery or magic, no charmer or consultant of ghosts
or fortune tellers, nor evocative of the dead. For everyone who
does these things is an abomination to Yahweh your God” (Dt
18: 10-12). These were the typical ways of referring to the
divine of the pagans, who drew auspices by consulting the stars,
or the viscera of animals, or the flight of birds. With the Word
of God: "Listen to him!", All that was finished.

There is only one mediator between God and men; We are not
obliged to go "groping" any longer, to know the divine will, to
consult this or that. In Christ we have every answer. I must
allude to another area in which Jesus does not speak and where,
however, he is made to speak all the time. That of private
revelations, heavenly messages, appearances and voices of a
varied nature. I am not saying that Christ or the Virgin cannot
also speak through these means. They have done it in the past

and they can, of course, do it today as well. Only that before
taking for granted that it is Jesus or the Virgin, and not the sick
fantasy of someone, or worse, of savvy people who speculate
with the good faith of the people, it is necessary to have
guarantees. It is necessary in this field to await the judgment of
the Church, not precede it. Dante's words are still current: "Be
more firm, Christians, when moving: / do not be like a feather
at any wind" (Par. V, 73 f.).

Saint John of the Cross said that since, on Tabor, he said of
Jesus: "Listen to him!", God became, in a certain sense, mute.
He has said everything; he has no new things to reveal. Whoever
asks him for new revelations, or answers, offends him, as if he
had not explained clearly yet. God continues to say the same
word to everyone: "Listen to Him! Read the Gospel: there you
will find neither more nor less than what you are looking for."

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal
Raniero Cantalamessa sobre ¢l mensaje de la Palabra de
Dios en este Domingo:

«Este es mi Hijo amado, escuchadle». Con estas palabras,
Dios Padre daba a Jesucristo a la humanidad como su unico
y definitivo Maestro, superior a las Leyes y a los profetas.

(Donde habla Jesus hoy, para que le podamos escuchar? Nos
habla ante todo a través de nuestra conciencia. Ella es una
especie de «repetidor», instalado dentro de nosotros, de la
voz misma de Dios. Pero por si sola ella no basta. Es facil
hacerle decir lo que nos gusta escuchar. Por ello necesita ser
iluminada y sostenida por el Evangelio y por la ensefianza de
la Iglesia. El Evangelio es el lugar por excelencia en el que
Jestis nos habla hoy. Pero sabemos por experiencia que
también las palabras del Evangelio pueden ser interpretadas
de maneras distintas. Quien nos asegura una interpretacion
auténtica es la Iglesia, instituida por Cristo precisamente a tal
fin: «Quien a vosotros os escucha, a mi me escuchay» [Lc 10,
16]. Por esto es importante que busquemos conocer la
doctrina de la Iglesia, conocerla de primera mano, como ella
misma la entiende y la propone, no en la interpretacion —
frecuentemente distorsionada y reductiva-- de los medios de
comunicacion.

Casi igualmente importante que saber donde habla Jesus hoy
es saber donde no habla. El no habla ciertamente a través de
magos, adivinos, nigromantes, oradores de hordscopos,
pretendidos mensajes extraterrestres; no habla en las
sesiones de espiritismo, en el ocultismo. En la Escritura
leemos esta advertencia al respecto: «No ha de haber en ti
nadie que haga pasar a su hijo o a su hija por el fuego, que
practique adivinacion, astrologia, hechiceria o magia, ningin
encantador ni consultor de espectros o adivinos, ni evocador
de muertos. Porque todo el que hace estas cosas es una
abominacion para Yahvé tu Dios» (Dt 18, 10-12).

Estos eran los modos tipicos de referirse a lo divino de los
paganos, que sacaban auspicios consultando los astros, o
visceras de animales, o el vuelo de los pajaros. Con esa
palabra de Dios: «jEscuchadle!», todo aquello se acabd. Hay
un solo mediador entre Dios y los hombres; no estamos
obligados a ir ya «a tientasy, para conocer la voluntad divina,
a consultar esto o aquello. En Cristo tenemos toda respuesta.

Debo aludir a otro ambito en el que Jestis no habla y donde,
sin embargo, se le hace hablar todo el tiempo. El de las
revelaciones privadas, mensajes celestiales, apariciones y
voces de naturaleza variada. No digo que Cristo o la Virgen
no puedan hablar también a través de estos medios. Lo han
hecho en el pasado y lo pueden hacer, evidentemente,
también hoy. So6lo que antes de dar por descontado que se
trata de Jests o de la Virgen, y no de la fantasia enferma de
alguno, o peor, de espabilados que especulan con la buena fe
de la gente, es necesario tener garantias. Se necesita en este
campo esperar el juicio de la Iglesia, no precederlo. Son atn
actuales las palabras de Dante: «Sed, cristianos, mas firmes
al moveros: / no sedis como pluma a cualquier soplo»
(Par. V, 73 s.).

San Juan de la Cruz decia que desde que, en el Tabor, dijo de
Jesus: «jEscuchadle!», Dios se hizo, en cierto sentido, mudo.
Ha dicho todo; no tiene cosas nuevas que revelar. Quien le
pide nuevas revelaciones, o respuestas, le ofende, como si no
se hubiera explicado claramente todavia. Dios sigue diciendo
a todos la misma palabra: «jEscuchadle a El!, leed el
Evangelio: ahi encontraréis ni mas ni menos que lo que
buscaisy».
