The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, December 5", 2021 —
Second Sunday of Advent (Cycle C)

I* Reading: Bar 5:1-9; Psalm: 126:1-2, 2-3, 4-5, 6,
2" Reading: Phil 1:4-6, 8-11; Gospel: Lk 3:1-6

JOHN THE BAPTIST, A
PROPHET OF THE MOST HIGH!

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal
Raniero Cantalamessa on the message of the Word of God
for this Sunday:

This Sunday's Gospel deals entirely with the figure of John the
Baptist. From the moment of his birth, John the Baptist was
greeted by his father Zechariah as a prophet: "And you, child,
will be called a prophet of the Most High, for you will go
before the Lord to prepare his ways" (Lk 1, 76).

What did the Forerunner do to be defined as a prophet, indeed,
"the greatest of prophets" (Lk 7:28)? First, in the wake of the
ancient prophets of Israel, he preached against oppression and
social injustice. In the Gospel of the following Sunday, we will
hear him say: «He who has two tunics, let him share them with
the one who does not have; Whoever has to eat, let him do the
same ». To the publicans [tax collectors.], who so frequently
bled the poor to arbitrary requirements, he tells them: "Do not
demand more than what is fixed for you." To the soldiers,
inclined to violence: "Do not extort anyone, do not make false
accusations" (Lk 3: 11-14). Also, the words about the
mountains to be lowered, the ravines to be filled and the
tortuous steps to be made straight, we could today understand
them like this: «Every unjust social difference between
extremely rich (the mountains) and extremely poor (the
ravines) must be eliminated or at least reduced; the crooked
paths of corruption and deception must be straightened out.

So far we easily recognize the idea we currently have of the
prophet: someone who encourages change; that he denounces
the deformations of the system, that he points his finger
against power in all its forms - religious, economic, military -
and dares to shout in the face of the tyrant: "It is not
permissible for you!" (Mt 14, 4).

But John the Baptist also does a second thing: he gives the
people "the knowledge of salvation through the forgiveness of
their sins" (Lk 1:77). Where is, we might ask, the prophecy in
this case? The prophets announced a future salvation; but John
the Baptist does not announce a future salvation; he indicates
to one that he is present. He's the one who points his finger at a
person and yells, "Here it is!" (Jn 1, 29). "That which has been
waited for centuries and centuries is here, it is He!" What a
shudder that day must have gone through the bodies of those
present who heard him speak like this!

The traditional prophets helped their contemporaries to
overcome the wall of time and look to the future, but he helps
to overcome the wall, even thicker, of the opposite
appearances and allows to discover the hidden Messiah behind
the appearance of a man like the others. The Baptist thus
inaugurated the new Christian prophecy, which does not
consist in announcing a future salvation ("in the last times"),
but in revealing the hidden presence of Christ in the world.

What does all this have to say to us? That we must also keep
these two aspects of prophetic ministry together: commitment
to social justice on the one hand, and proclamation of the
Gospel on the other. We cannot cut this task in half, one way
or the other. An announcement of Christ, without the
accompaniment of the effort for human advancement, would
turn out to be disembodied and not very credible; a
commitment to justice, deprived of the proclamation of faith
and regenerative contact with the word of God, would soon be
exhausted, or would end in sterile response.

It also tells us that the proclamation of the Gospel and the fight
for justice should not remain juxtaposed, without a link
between them. It must be precisely the Gospel of Christ that
prompts us to fight for respect for man, so that it is possible for
every man to "see the salvation of God." John the Baptist did
not preach against abuse as a social agitator, but as a herald of
the Gospel, "to prepare for the Lord a willing people" (Lk

«JUAN EL BAUTISTA,
PROFETA DEL ALTISIMO!

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal
Raniero Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de
Dios en este Domingo:

El Evangelio de este domingo se ocupa por entero de la
figura de Juan el Bautista. Desde el momento de su
nacimiento, Juan el Bautista fue saludado por su padre
Zacarias como profeta: «Y ta, nifio, seras llamado profeta
del Altisimo, pues irds delante del Sefior para preparar sus
caminos» (Lc 1, 76).

(Qué hizo el Precursor para ser definido como un profeta,
es mas, «el mayor de los profetas» (Lc 7, 28)? Ante todo,
tras la estela de los antiguos profetas de Israel, predico
contra la opresion y la injusticia social. En el Evangelio del
domingo siguiente le oiremos decir: «El que tenga dos
tunicas, que las reparta con el que no tiene; el que tenga
para comer, que haga lo mismo». A los publicanos
[recaudadores de impuestos. Ndt.], que tan frecuentemente
desangraban a los pobres con requerimientos arbitrarios, les
dice: «No exijais mas de lo que os estd fijado». A los
soldados, inclinados a la violencia: «No hagais extorsion a
nadie, no hagais denuncias falsas» (Lc 3, 11-14). También
las palabras sobre los montes que hay que rebajar, los
barrancos por colmar y los pasos tortuosos por hacer rectos,
podriamos hoy entenderlas asi: «Toda injusta diferencia
social entre riquisimos (los montes) y paupérrimos (los
barrancos) debe ser eliminada o al menos reducida; los
caminos tortuosos de la corrupcion y del engafio deben ser
enderezadosy.

Hasta aqui reconocemos facilmente la idea que actualmente
tenemos del profeta: alguien que impulsa al cambio; que
denuncia las deformaciones del sistema, que apunta su dedo
contra el poder en todas sus formas —religioso, econdmico,
militar- y se atreve a gritar en la cara del tirano: «jNo te es
licito!» (Mt 14, 4).

Pero Juan el Bautista hace también una segunda cosa: da al
pueblo el «conocimiento de salvacion por el perdon de sus
pecados» (Lc 1, 77). ;Doénde esta, podriamos preguntarnos,
la profecia en este caso? Los profetas anunciaban una
salvacion futura; pero Juan el Bautista no anuncia una
salvacion futura; indica a uno que est4 presente. El es quien
apunta su dedo hacia una persona y grita: «jAqui estal» (Jn

1, 29). «Aquello que se ha esperado durante siglos y siglos
esta aqui, jes Ell». jQue estremecimiento debid recorrer
aquel dia el cuerpo de los presentes que le oyeron hablar
asi!

Los profetas tradicionales ayudaban a sus contemporaneos a
superar el muro del tiempo y mirar el futuro, pero él ayuda
a superar el muro, aun mas grueso, de las apariencias
contrarias y permite descubrir al Mesias oculto tras el
aspecto de un hombre como los demas. El Bautista
inauguraba asi la nueva profecia cristiana, que no consiste
en anunciar una salvacion futura («en los ultimos
tiempos»), sino en revelar la presencia escondida de Cristo
en el mundo.

(Qué tiene que decirnos todo esto a nosotros? Que también
debemos mantener juntos esos dos aspectos del ministerio
profético: compromiso por la justicia social, por una parte,
y anuncio del Evangelio por otra. No podemos partir por la
mitad esta tarea, ni un sentido ni en otro. Un anuncio de
Cristo, sin el acompafiamiento del esfuerzo por la
promocion humana, resultaria desencarnado y poco creible;
un compromiso por la justicia, privado del anuncio de fe y
del contacto regenerador con la palabra de Dios, se agotaria
pronto, o acabaria en estéril contestacion.

Nos dice también que anuncio del Evangelio y lucha por la
justicia no deben quedarse como cosas yuxtapuestas, sin
vinculo entre si. Debe ser precisamente el Evangelio de
Cristo el que nos impulse a luchar por el respeto del
hombre, de forma que se haga posible a todo hombre «ver
la salvacion de Diosy». Juan el Bautista no predicaba contra
los abusos como agitador social, sino como heraldo del
Evangelio, «para preparar al Sefior un pueblo bien
dispuesto» (Lc 1, 17).
