The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, February 20", 2022 —
Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle C)

I’" Reading: 1 Sm 26:2, 7-9, 12-13, 22-23;

2" Reading: 1 Cor 15:45-49; Gospel: Lk 6:27-38;

DO NOT JUDGE

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Pope
Emeritus Benedict XVI regarding the Word of God for
this Sunday,

This Sunday's Gospel contains one of the most typical
expressions and strong points of Jesus' preaching: "Love
your enemies" (Lk 6, 27). This is taken from the Gospel of
Saint Luke, but it is also found in that of Saint Matthew (Mt
5, 44), in the context of the programmatic discourse that
begins with the famous "Beatitudes". Jesus pronounced it
in Galilee, at the beginning of his public life. It's almost a
"manifesto" presented to all, on which he asks for
adherence of his disciples, proposing to them in radical
terms his model of life.

But what is the meaning of those words? Why does Jesus
ask to love one's own Enemies? that is, a love that exceeds
human capacity? Actually, Christ's proposal is realistic,
because he takes into account that in the world there is too
much violence, too much injustice and, therefore, it can
only be overcome this situation by contrasting a “plus” of
love, a “plus” of kindness. This "plus" comes from God: it
is his mercy, which became flesh in Jesus and is the only
that can "unbalance" the world from evil to good, starting
from the small and decisive "world" that is the heart of man.

With good reason, this evangelical page is considered the
“magna” charte of the non Christian violence, which does
not consist in surrendering to evil -according to a false
interpretation of "turning the other cheek" (cf. Lk 6, 29)—
, but in responding to the evil with good (cf. Rom 12, 17-
21), thus breaking the chain of injustice. Thus, it is
understood that for Christians, non-violence is not a mere
tactical behavior, but rather a way of being of the person,
the attitude of whom he is so convinced of the love of God
and of his power, that he is not afraid to face evil only with
the weapons of love and truth.

Love of enemies is at the core of the "Christian revolution",
revolution that is not based on strategies of economic,
political or media. The revolution of love, a love that
ultimately is not based on human resources, but it is a gift

of God that is obtained by trusting only and unreservedly
in his merciful kindness. This is the novelty of the Gospel,
that changes the world without making noise. This is the
heroism of the "little ones", who believe in the love of God
and spread it even at the cost of his life.

Dear brothers and sisters, Lent, which will begin in two
weeks with the rite of the Ashes, is the favorable time in
which all the Christians are invited to convert ever more
deeply to the love of Christ. Let us ask the Virgin Mary,
docile disciple of the Redeemer, to help us letting ourselves
be conquered unreservedly by that love, to learn to love as
he has beloved, to be merciful as our Father is merciful who
is in heaven (cf. Lk 6, 36).

NO JUZGUEIS

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Papa Emerito
Benedicto XVI sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en
este Domingo:

El evangelio de este domingo contiene una de las
expresiones mas tipicas y fuertes de la predicacion de
Jesus: "Amad a vuestros enemigos" (Lc 6, 27). Esta tomada
del evangelio de san Lucas, pero se encuentra también en
el de san Mateo (Mt 5, 44), en el contexto del discurso
programatico que comienza con las famosas
"Bienaventuranzas". Jests lo pronuncié en Galilea, al
inicio de su vida publica. Es casi un "manifiesto"
presentado a todos, sobre el cual pide la adhesion de sus
discipulos, proponiéndoles en términos radicales su
modelo de vida.

Pero, ;cual es el sentido de esas palabras? ;Por qué Jesus
pide amar a los propios enemigos, 0 sea, un amor que
excede la capacidad humana? En realidad, la propuesta de
Cristo es realista, porque tiene en cuenta que en el mundo
hay demasiada violencia, demasiada injusticia y, por tanto,
solo se puede superar esta situacion contraponiendo un plus
de amor, un plus de bondad. Este "plus" viene de Dios: es
su misericordia, que se ha hecho carne en Jesus y es la inica
que puede "desequilibrar" el mundo del mal hacia el bien,
a partir del pequeno y decisivo "mundo" que es el corazoén
del hombre.

Con razon, esta pagina evangélica se considera la charta
magna de la no violencia cristiana, que no consiste en
rendirse ante el mal —segun una falsa interpretacion de
"presentar la otra mejilla" (cf.Lc 6, 29)—, sino en responder
al mal con el bien (cf. Rm 12, 17-21), rompiendo de este
modo la cadena de la injusticia. Asi, se comprende que para
los cristianos la no violencia no es un mero
comportamiento tactico, sino mas bien un modo de ser de
la persona, la actitud de quien estd tan convencido del amor
de Dios y de su poder, que no tiene miedo de afrontar el
mal inicamente con las armas del amor y de la verdad.

El amor a los enemigos constituye el nucleo de la
"revolucion cristiana", revoluciéon que no se basa en
estrategias de poder econdmico, politico o mediatico. La

revolucion del amor, un amor que en definitiva no se apoya
en los recursos humanos, sino que es don de Dios que se
obtiene confiando unicamente y sin reservas en su bondad
misericordiosa. Esta es la novedad del Evangelio, que
cambia el mundo sin hacer ruido. Este es el heroismo de los
"pequetios", que creen en el amor de Dios y lo difunden
incluso a costa de su vida.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, la Cuaresma, que
comenzara en dos semanas con el rito de la Ceniza, es el
tiempo favorable en el cual todos los cristianos son
invitados a convertirse cada vez més profundamente al
amor de Cristo. Pidamos a la Virgen Maria, docil discipula
del Redentor, que nos ayude a dejarnos conquistar sin
reservas por ese amor, a aprender a amar como ¢l nos ha
amado, para ser misericordiosos como es misericordioso
nuestro Padre que esta en los cielos (cf.Lc 6, 36).
