The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, February 13", 2022 —
Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle C)

BLESSED ARE THE POOR!

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal Raniero
Cantalamessa regarding the Word of God for this Sunday:

This Sunday's Gospel page, the Beatitudes, allows us to verify
some things we said earlier about the historicity of the Gospels.
We said on that occasion that, when referring to the words of
Jesus, each of the four evangelists, without betraying their
fundamental meaning, developed one aspect instead of another,
adapting them to the demands of the community for which he
was writing. While Matthew refers to eight Beatitudes
pronounced by Jesus, Luke refers to only four. In compensation,
however, Luke reinforces the four Beatitudes, opposing each of
them a curse, introduced by a "woe!" Moreover, while Matthew's
speech is indirect: "Blessed are the poor!", Luke's is direct:
"Blessed are you poor!". Matthew stresses spiritual poverty
("blessed are the poor in spirit"), Luke stresses material poverty
("blessed are you poor").

But these are details that do not change in the least, as can be
seen, the substance of things. Each of the two evangelists, with
his particular way of referring to the teaching of Jesus, underlines
a new aspect, which otherwise would have remained in the
shadows. Luke is less complete in the number of the Beatitudes,
but he captures their underlying meaning perfectly.

When one speaks of the Beatitudes, the thought immediately
goes to the first of them: «Blessed are you, the poor, for yours is
the kingdom of God». But in reality, the horizon is much broader.
Jesus outlines, on this page, two ways of conceiving life: either
"for the kingdom of God" or "for one’s own consolation", that is,
either as a function exclusively of this life or as a function of
eternal life. This is what Luke's schema shows: "Blessed are you
- Woe to you": "Blessed are you, the poor, for yours is the
kingdom of God... Woe to you, the rich, because you have
received your consolation ».

Two categories, two worlds. To the category of the blessed
belong the poor, the hungry, those who now cry and those who
are persecuted and outlawed because of the Gospel. To the
category of the unfortunate belong the rich, the satiated, those
who now laugh and those who are carried in the palm of the hand
by everyone.

Jesus does not simply canonize all the poor, those who are
hungry, those who cry and are persecuted, just as he does not
simply demonize all the rich, the satiated, those who laugh and
are applauded. The distinction is deeper; it is a matter of knowing
on what one bases his own security, on what ground is he

building the building of his life: on the one that passes or on the
one that does not pass.

Today's page of the Gospel is truly a double-edged sword: it
separates, traces two diametrically opposed destinies. It is like
the Greenwich meridian that divides the east from the west of the
world. But fortunately, with an essential difference. The
Greenwich meridian is fixed: the lands to the east cannot pass to
the west, just as the equator dividing the world's poor south from
the rich and opulent north is fixed. The line that divides, in our
Gospel, the "blessed" from the "unfortunate" is not like that; it is
a mobile barrier, absolutely possible to cross. Not only can one
move from one sector to another, but this entire page of the
Gospel was pronounced by Jesus to invite and encourage us to
move from one sphere to another. His is not an invitation to make
us poor, but to make us rich! "Blessed are you poor, for yours is
the kingdom of God." Let us think, poor people who possess a
kingdom, and they already possess it from now on! Those who
decide to enter this kingdom are, in fact, from now on children
of God, they are free, they are brothers, they are full of hope of
immortality. Who wouldn't want to be poor like this?

{BIENAVENTURADOS SEAN
LOS POBRES!

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios en este
Domingo:

La péagina del Evangelio de este domingo, las Bienaventuranzas,
nos permite verificar algunas cosas que dijimos, con
anterioridad, acerca de la historicidad de los evangelios.
Deciamos en aquella ocasion que, al referir las palabras de Jesus,
cada uno de los cuatro evangelistas, sin traicionar su sentido
fundamental, desarrolld6 un aspecto en lugar de otro,
adaptandolas a las exigencias de la comunidad para la que
escribia. Mientras Mateo refiere ocho Bienaventuranzas
pronunciadas por Jests, Lucas refiere so6lo cuatro. En
compensacioén, sin embargo, Lucas refuerza las cuatro
Bienaventuranzas, oponiendo a cada una de ellas una maldicion,
introducida por un «jay!». Mas aun: mientras el discurso de
Mateo es indirecto: «jBienaventurados los pobres!», el de Lucas
es directo: «jBienaventurados vosotros, los pobres!». Mateo
acentua la pobreza espiritual («bienaventurados los pobres de
espirituy), Lucas acentlia la pobreza material («bienaventurados
vosotros, los pobres»).

Pero son detalles que no cambian en lo mas minimo, como se ve,
la sustancia de las cosas. Cada uno de los dos evangelistas, con
su modo particular de referir la ensefianza de Jesus, subraya un
aspecto nuevo, que de otra forma habria quedado en la sombra.
Lucas es menos completo en el numero de las Bienaventuranzas,
pero recoge perfectamente su significado de fondo.

Cuando se habla de las Bienaventuranzas, el pensamiento va
inmediatamente a la primera de ellas: «Bienaventurados
vosotros, los pobres, porque vuestro es el reino de Dios». Pero
en realidad el horizonte es mucho mas amplio. Jesus traza, en
esta pagina, dos modos de concebir la vida: o «por el reino de
Dios» o «por la propia consolacion», esto es, o en funcioén
exclusivamente de esta vida o en funcion de la vida eterna. Esto
es lo que evidencia el esquema de Lucas: «Bienaventurados
vosotros — Ay de vosotros»: «Bienaventurados vosotros, los
pobres, porque vuestro es el reino de Dios... jAy de vosotros, los
ricos!, porque habéis recibido vuestro consueloy.

Dos categorias, dos mundos. A la categoria de los
bienaventurados pertenecen los pobres, los hambrientos, los que
ahora lloran y los que son perseguidos y proscritos a causa del
Evangelio. A la categoria de los desventurados pertenecen los
ricos, los saciados, los que ahora rien y los que son llevados en
la palma de la mano por todos.

Jesis no canoniza sencillamente a todos los pobres, los que
padecen hambre, los que lloran y son perseguidos, como no
demoniza simplemente a todos los ricos, los saciados, los que

rien y son aplaudidos. La distincion es mas profunda; se trata de
saber sobre qué cosa uno fundamenta su propia seguridad, sobre
qué terreno estd construyendo el edificio de su vida: si sobre
aquél que pasa o sobre aquél que no pasa.

La pagina de hoy del Evangelio es verdaderamente una espada
de doble filo: separa, traza dos destinos diametralmente
opuestos. Es como el meridiano de Greenwich que divide el este
del oeste del mundo. Pero por fortuna con una diferencia
esencial. El meridiano de Greenwich estd fijo: las tierras que
estan al este no pueden pasar al oeste, igual que esta fijo el
ecuador que divide el sur pobre del mundo del norte rico y
opulento. La linea que divide, en nuestro Evangelio, a los
«bienaventurados» de los «desventurados» no es asi; es una
barrera movil, absolutamente posible de atravesar. No so6lo se
puede pasar de un sector a otro, sino que toda esta pagina del
Evangelio fue pronunciada por Jesus para invitarnos y animarnos
a pasar de una a otra esfera. La suya no es una invitacion a
hacernos pobres, jsino a hacernos ricos! «Bienaventurados
vosotros, los pobres, porque vuestro es el reino de Diosy.
Pensemos: pobres que poseen un reino, jy lo poseen ya desde
ahora! Aquellos que deciden entrar en este reino son, en efecto,
desde ahora hijos de Dios, son libres, son hermanos, estan llenos
de esperanza de inmortalidad. ;Quién no desearia ser pobre de
esta forma?
