The Pastor’s Message

ZACCHAEUS THE TAX
COLLECTOR

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Pope
Emeritus Benedict XVI regarding the Word of God for
this Sunday:

Saint Luke the Evangelist pays particular attention to the
theme of the mercy of Jesus. In fact, in his narration we
find some episodes that highlight the merciful love of
God and of Christ, which affirms that he did not come to
call the righteous, but sinners (cf. Lk 5:32). Between the
typical stories of Saint Luke is that of the conversion of
Zacchaeus, which is read in this Sunday's liturgy.
Zacchaeus is a "publican", indeed, the chief of the
publicans of Jericho, an important city situated on the
Jordan River. The publicans were the collectors of the
taxes that the Jews had to pay to the Roman emperor,
and, for this reason, they were already considered public
sinners. In addition, they frequently took advantage of
their position to extract money from people through
blackmail. That is why Zacchaeus was very rich, but his
fellow citizens despised him. Thus, when Jesus, passing
through Jericho, stopped precisely in the house of
Zacchaeus, caused a general scandal, but the Lord knew
very well what he was doing. So to speak, he wanted to
risk and won the bet:

Zacchaeus, deeply impressed by Jesus' visit, decides to
change his mind and life, and he promises to repay four
times what he has stolen. "Today, salvation has entered
this house", says Jesus and concludes: "The Son of man
has come to seek and save what was lost”.

God does not exclude anyone, neither the poor nor the
rich. God does not allow himself to be conditioned by
our human prejudices, but he sees in each one a soul that
1s necessary to save, and he is especially attracted to
those souls whom he considers lost.

Jesus Christ, incarnation of God, demonstrated this
immense mercy, which does not take anything away
from the seriousness of sin, but he always seeks to save

the sinner, to offer him the possibility of allowing oneself
to be rescued, of beginning again.

In another passage of the Gospel Jesus affirms that it is
very difficult for a rich man to enter the kingdom of
heaven (cf. Mt 19, 23). If in Zacchaeus we see precisely
that what seems impossible is realized: "He —Saint
Jerome comments— handed over his wealth and
immediately replaced it with the riches of the kingdom
of heaven» (Homily on Psalm 83, 3). and Saint Maximus
of Turin adds: "For fools, riches are food for dishonesty;
yet to the wise they are a help to virtue; a chance for
salvation; for the stubborn, riches are a stumbling block
that ruins them» (Sermons, 95).

Dear friends, Zacchaeus welcomed Jesus and converted,
because Jesus had welcomed him before. He had not
condemned him, but he had answered his wish for
salvation. Let us ask the Virgin Mary, the perfect model
of communion with Jesus, may we too experience the joy
of receiving the visit of the Son of God, to be renewed
by his love and transmit to others his mercy.

ZAQUEO EL PUBLICANO

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Papa
Emerito Benedicto XVI sobre el mensaje de la Palabra
de Dios para este Domingo:

El evangelista san Lucas presta una atencion particular
al tema de la misericordia de Jesus. De hecho, en su
narracion encontramos algunos episodios que ponen de
relieve el amor misericordioso de Dios y de Cristo, el
cual afirma que no vino a llamar a los justos, sino a los
pecadores (cf. Lc 5, 32). Entre los relatos tipicos de san
Lucas se encuentra el de la conversion de Zaqueo, que se
lee en la liturgia de este domingo. Zaqueo es un
«publicanoy», mas atin, el jefe de los publicanos de Jerico,
importante ciudad situada junto al rio Jordan.

Los publicanos eran los recaudadores de los impuestos
que los judios debian pagar al emperador romano y, por
este motivo, ya eran considerados pecadores publicos.
Ademas, aprovechaban con frecuencia su posicion para
sacar dinero a la gente mediante chantaje. Por eso
Zaqueo era muy rico, pero sus conciudadanos lo
despreciaban. Asi, cuando Jesus, al atravesar Jerico, se
detuvo precisamente en casa de Zaqueo, suscitd un
escandalo general, pero el Sefior sabia muy bien lo que
hacia. Por decirlo asi, quiso arriesgar y gand la apuesta:
Zaqueo, profundamente impresionado por la visita de
Jesus, decide cambiar de vida, y promete restituir el
cuadruplo de lo que ha robado. «Hoy ha llegado la
salvacion a esta casa», dice Jesus y concluye: «El Hijo
del hombre ha venido a buscar y a salvar lo que estaba
perdido».

Dios no excluye a nadie, ni a pobres y ni a ricos. Dios no
se deja condicionar por nuestros prejuicios humanos,
sino que ve en cada uno un alma que es preciso salvar, y
le atraen especialmente aquellas almas a las que se
considera perdidas y que asi lo piensan ellas mismas.
Jesucristo, encarnacion de Dios, demostrd esta inmensa
misericordia, que no quita nada a la gravedad del pecado,
sino que busca siempre salvar al pecador, ofrecerle la
posibilidad de rescatarse, de volver a comenzar, de
convertirse. En otro pasaje del Evangelio Jests afirma

que es muy dificil para un rico entrar en el reino de los
cielos (cf. Mt 19, 23). En el caso de Zaqueo vemos
precisamente que lo que parece imposible se realiza: «El
—comenta san Jeronimo— entregd su riqueza e
inmediatamente la sustituy6 con la riqueza del reino de
los cielos» (Homilia sobre el Salmo 83, 3). Y san
Miéximo de Turin afiade: «Para los necios, las riquezas
son un alimento para la deshonestidad; sin embargo, para
los sabios son una ayuda para la virtud; a estos se les
ofrece una oportunidad para la salvacion; a aquellos se
les provoca un tropiezo que los arruina» (Sermones, 95).

Queridos amigos, Zaqueo acogio6 a Jesus y se convirtio,
porque Jests lo habia acogido antes a ¢l. No lo habia
condenado, sino que habia respondido a su deseo de
salvacion. Pidamos a la Virgen Maria, modelo perfecto
de comunidon con Jesus, que también nosotros
experimentemos la alegria de recibir la visita del Hijo de
Dios, de quedar renovados por su amor y transmitir a los
demas su misericordia.
