The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, November 13", 2022 —
Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle C)

1%t Reading: Mal 3:19-20a; Psalm: 98:5-6, 7-8, 9;
2" Reading: 2 Thes 3:7-12; Gospel: Lk 21:5-19;

THOSE WHO DO NOT WORK,
SHOULD NOT EAT

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal
Raniero Cantalamessa regarding the Word of God for this
Sunday:

This Sunday's Gospel is part of the famous speeches about the
end of the world, characteristic of the last Sundays of the
liturgical year. It seems that in one of the first Christian
communities, that of Thessalonica, there were believers who
drew an erroneous conclusion from these speeches of Christ:
it is useless to worry, work and produce, because everything
is about to end; better to live from day to day, without
assuming long-term commitments, perhaps living a bit of the

story.

Saint Paul responds to these in the second reading: «We have
learned that there are some among you who live disorderly,
without working at all, but getting involved in everything. To
these we command and exhort them in the Lord Jesus Christ
to work peacefully to eat their own bread». At the beginning
of the passage, Saint Paul recalls the rule that he has given to
the Christians of Thessalonica: "If anyone does not want to
work, let him not eat either."

This was a novelty for the men of that time. The culture to
which they belonged despised manual labor; they considered
it degrading for the person, as if to leave it to slaves and
uneducated. But the Bible has a different view. From the first
page it presents God who works for six days and rests on the
seventh. All this, even before the Bible speaks of sin. Work is
part, therefore, of the original nature of man, not guilt or
punishment. Manual work is as worthy as intellectual and
spiritual work. Jesus himself spends twenty years on the first
(assuming that he started working around the age of thirteen)
and only a couple of years on the second.

A layman wrote: «What meaning and what value does our lay
work have before God? It is true that we, lay people, also
dedicate ourselves to many good works (charity, apostolate,
volunteering); but most of the time and energy of our lives we
have to devote to work. So, if the work is not worth it for
heaven, we will find ourselves with very little for eternity. All
the people we have asked have not been able to give us
satisfactory answers. They tell us: "Offer everything to God!"
But is this enough?

I answer: No; work is not worth only because of the "good
intention" that is put into doing it, or because of the offering
that is made of it to God in the morning; It is also valid by
itself, as a participation in the creative and redeeming work of
God and as a service to the brothers. Human work —says a text
of the Council- “is for the worker and his family the ordinary
means of subsistence; Through it, man joins his brothers and
does them a service, he can practice true charity and cooperate
in the perfection of divine creation. Not only this. We know
that, by offering their work to God, men associate themselves
with the redemptive work of Jesus Christ” (Gaudium et spes,
67).

It doesn't matter so much what work one does, but how he
does it. This restores a certain equality, leaving aside all
differences (sometimes unfair and scandalous) of category
and remuneration. A person who has performed very humble
tasks in life can be "worth" much more than someone who has
held positions of great prestige.

Work, it was said, is participation in the creative action of God
and in the redeeming action of Christ, and is a source of
personal and social growth, but it is also known that it is
fatigue, sweat, pain. It can ennoble, but it can also drain and
consume. The secret is to put the heart in what the hands do.
It is not so much the amount or type of work that is done that
makes one tired, but the lack of enthusiasm and motivation.
To the earthly motivations of work, faith adds an eternal one:
our works, says the Apocalypse, will accompany us (Rev
14,13).(Translated from Source: http://www.homiletica.org).

El Mensaje del Parroco

SI ALGUNO NO QUIERE TRABAJAR,
QUE TAMPOCO COMA

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para
este Domingo:

El Evangelio de este domingo forma parte de los famosos
discursos sobre el fin del mundo, caracteristicos de los ultimos
domingos del afio litargico. Parece que en una de las primeras
comunidades cristianas, la de Tesalonica, habia creyentes que
sacaban de estos discursos de Cristo una conclusion erronea:
es inutil afanarse, trabajar y producir, porque total todo esta a
punto de terminarse; mejor vivir al dia, sin asumir
compromisos a largo plazo, tal vez viviendo un poco del
cuento.

A estos responde San Pablo en la segunda lectura: «Nos
hemos enterado de que hay entre vosotros algunos que viven
desordenadamente, sin trabajar nada, pero metiéndose en
todo. A estos les mandamos y les exhortamos en el Sefior
Jesucristo a que trabajen con sosiego para comer su propio
pany». Al comienzo del pasaje, San Pablo recuerda la regla que
ha dado a los cristianos de Tesalonica: «Si alguno no quiere
trabajar, que tampoco comay.

Esta era una novedad para los hombres de entonces. La cultura
a la que pertenecian despreciaba el trabajo manual; lo
consideraban degradante para la persona, como para dejarlo a
esclavos e incultos. Pero la Biblia tiene una vision distinta.
Desde la primera pagina presenta a Dios que trabaja durante
seis dias y descansa el séptimo. Todo esto, antes atin de que
en la Biblia se hable del pecado. El trabajo forma parte, por lo
tanto, de la naturaleza originaria del hombre, no de la culpa ni
del castigo. El trabajo manual es tan digno como el intelectual
y espiritual. Jesus mismo dedica una veintena de afios al
primero (suponiendo que haya empezado a trabajar hacia los
trece afios) y so6lo un par de afios al segundo.

Un laico escribio: «;Qué sentido y qué valor tiene nuestro
trabajo de laicos ante Dios? Es verdad que los laicos nos
dedicamos también a muchas obras de bien (caridad,
apostolado, voluntariado); pero la mayor parte del tiempo y
de las energias de nuestra vida tenemos que dedicarlas al
trabajo. Asi que, si el trabajo no vale para el cielo, nos
encontraremos con bien poco para la eternidad. Todas las
personas a las que hemos preguntado no han sabido darnos
respuestas satisfactorias. Nos dicen: "jOfreced todo a Dios!".
(Pero basta esto?».

Respondo: No; el trabajo no vale sélo por la «buena
intencion» que se pone al hacerlo, o por el ofrecimiento que
se hace de ¢l a Dios por la mafiana; vale también por si mismo,
como participacion en la obra creadora y redentora de Dios y
como servicio a los hermanos. El trabajo humano —dice un
texto del Concilio-- «es para el trabajador y para su familia el
medio ordinario de subsistencia; por ¢l el hombre se une a sus
hermanos y les hace un servicio, puede practicar la verdadera
caridad y cooperar al perfeccionamiento de la creacion divina.
No so6lo esto. Sabemos que, con la oblacion de su trabajo a
Dios, los hombres se asocian a la propia obra redentora de
Jesucristo» (Gaudium et spes, 67).

No importa tanto qué trabajo hace uno, sino cémo lo hace.
Esto restablece una cierta igualdad, dejando de lado todas las
diferencias (a veces injustas y escandalosas) de categoria y de
remuneracion. Una persona que ha desempefiado tareas
humildisimas en la vida puede «valer» mucho mas que quien
ha ocupado puestos de gran prestigio.

El trabajo, se decia, es participacion en la accion creadora de
Dios y en la accion redentora de Cristo, y es fuente de
crecimiento personal y social, pero también, se sabe, es fatiga,
sudor, dolor. Puede ennoblecer, pero igualmente puede vaciar
y consumir. El secreto es poner el corazon en lo que hacen las
manos. No es tanto la cantidad o el tipo de trabajo que se hace
lo que cansa, sino la falta de entusiasmo y de motivacion. A
las motivaciones terrenas del trabajo, la fe afiade una eterna:
nuestras obras, dice el Apocalipsis, nos acompafiaran (Ap
14,13).(Source: http.//www.homiletica.org)
