The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, January 29" 2023 —
Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle A)

A NEW AND JOYFUL
MESSAGE

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families. ..

Today we are going to share the reflections of Claretian
Missionary Fernando Torres Perez regarding the Word of God
for this Sunday:

Jesus is beginning his public life. These are his first preaching
events. And from the outset he makes it clear that his message is
different, he does not follow the regular uses and customs. He is not
a traditional religious preacher. He doesn't start by talking about sin.
He does not recommend that we must leave the overly mundane life
that we lead to dedicate ourselves to meditation and assiduous
prayer. He does not tell us that we must spend long hours in prayer.
He, too, does not recommend giving ourselves up to charity.
Nothing of that.

Jesus does not recommend anything. He does not command to do
anything. He just talks about people. And he says of some of them
that they are happy, blessed. He does not refer to the important ones
in the world. But he does not allude to the saints either, to those who
have studied or to those who go to the temple a lot. You must listen
to the message several times so as not to make him say — and
understand — what we are used to thinking that he says. Jesus refers
to the poor in spirit, to those who mourn, to those who hunger and
thirst for justice, to the merciful, to the pure in heart, to those who
work for peace, to those persecuted for justice's sake. and to those
who will suffer for their cause. Those are the recipients of the
beatitudes. It is said of them that they are happy. Each one has a
prize; to possess the kingdom of heaven, to be comforted, to inherit
the earth, to be satisfied with justice, to obtain mercy, to see God, to
be called children of God, again, to possess the kingdom, to have a
great reward in heaven.

Out of the ordinary

It must be emphasized that Jesus sets as a condition that these people
may not even be believers. Much less to comply with the most
orthodox Judaism standards of his time. He doesn't even say that it
must be people who regularly participate in Temple worship.
Nothing of that. Jesus simply affirms that these people are going to
know bliss, happiness. Nothing more.

This is amazing. It is enough to say that Jesus is not just another
preacher. He does not establish a new religion in the manner of those
we know in the history of humanity.

To begin with because he has a certain fixation with interpersonal
relationships. They are happy, happy, the poor (as opposed to those
who own things and use them as a border that separates them from
others). Those who are hungry and thirsty for justice are happy (that
a fraternal society is not built in another way). The merciful are
happy (because they tend ties, bring everyone closer and reconcile).
Those who work for peace are happy (violence breaks any form of

relationship). He also says that those who have had the worst part
are happy: those who cry, those who suffer... for them happiness
means being consoled and inheriting the earth.

God wants our happiness.

All this places us in a different perspective than what we were used
to. Also, those who listened to Jesus must have felt very out of place.
That was not what they expected to hear. He didn't even talk to them
about God directly. God was like background music. It is his
kingdom that the poor in spirit and those persecuted for the cause of
justice will receive. Those who work for peace will be his children.
God is there as the one who makes this wave of happiness and bliss
possible for all those people.

God is a friend and a brother who approaches with his hand
outstretched to make people blessed. He is not a God who comes
with rules and obligations. He is not a God who sets conditions. He
is a God who welcomes and embraces, who shares with us his
kingdom. Perhaps for this reason the poor were the ones who best
understood the message of Jesus and the first communities could be
described with the words of Paul in the second reading: "There are
no wise, powerful or aristocratic among you..."

This Sunday is not the time to humiliate ourselves or to convert —
that time will come. It is time to rejoice in having a God like the one
who is present in the words of Jesus. It is time to feel blessed because
God looks at us with mercy, because we have found grace in his
eyes, because our God is not cruel or vindictive or legalistic, nor
does he keep track of our crimes one by one. Our God, the God of
Jesus, wants our happiness. That is why we are happy and this
Sunday we celebrate and enjoy. With our God and with the life that
he gives us.

UN MENSAJE NUEVO
Y FELIZ

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Misionero Claretiano
Fernando Torres Pérez sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para
este Domingo:

Jesus estd comenzando su vida publica. Son sus primeras
predicaciones. Y de entrada deja claro que su mensaje es diferente,
no sigue los usos y costumbres. No es un predicador religioso
tradicional. No comienza hablando del pecado. No nos recomienda
que tenemos que dejar la vida demasiado mundana que llevamos
para dedicarnos a la meditacion y a la oracion asidua. No nos dice
que tenemos que consagrar largas horas a la oracion. Tampoco
recomienda entregarse al servicio de caridad. Nada de eso.

Jests no recomienda nada. No manda hacer nada. Simplemente
habla de las personas. Y dice de algunas de ellas que son dichosas,
bienaventuradas. No se refiere a los importantes del mundo. Pero
tampoco alude a los santos, a los que han estudiado ni a los que van
mucho al templo. Hay que escuchar varias veces el mensaje para no
hacerle decir —y entender— lo que estamos acostumbrados a pensar
que dice. Jesus se refiere a los pobres de espiritu, a los que lloran, a
los que tienen hambre y sed de justicia, a los misericordiosos, a los
limpios de corazoén, a los que trabajan por la paz, a los perseguidos
por causa de la justicia y a los que van a sufrir por su causa. Esos
son los destinatarios de las bienaventuranzas. De ellos se dice que
son dichosos. Cada uno tiene su premio; poseer el reino de los cielos,
ser consolados, heredar la tierra, quedar saciados de justicia,
alcanzar misericordia, ver a Dios, llamarse hijos de Dios, de nuevo
poseer el reino, tener una gran recompensa en el cielo.

Fuera de lo habitual

Hay que subrayar que Jestis pone como condicion que esa gente sea
ni siquiera creyente. Mucho menos cumplir las normas de judaismo
mas ortodoxo de su época. Ni siquiera dice que tenga que ser
personas que participen habitualmente en el culto del Templo. Nada
de eso. Jesus simplemente afirma que esas personas van a conocer
la dicha, la felicidad. Nada mas.

Esto es sorprendente. Es suficiente para decir que Jests no es un
predicador més. No establece una nueva religion al modo de las que
conocemos en la historia de la humanidad. Lo suyo es otra cosa.

Para empezar porque tiene una cierta fijacion con las relaciones
interpersonales. Son dichosos, felices, los pobres (por oposicion a
los que se hacen duefios de las cosas y las usan como una frontera
que les separa de los demas). Son felices los que tienen hambre y
sed de justicia (que no de otra manera se construye una sociedad
fraternal). Son felices los misericordiosos (porque tienden lazos,
acercan y reconcilian a todos). Son felices los que trabajan por la
paz (la violencia rompe cualquier forma de relacion). También dice
que son felices aquellos a los que les ha tocado la peor parte: los que

lloran, los que sufren... para ellos la felicidad significa ser
consolados y heredar la tierra.

Dios quiere nuestra felicidad

Todo esto nos sitia en una perspectiva diferente a la que estadbamos
acostumbrados. También los que escucharon a Jesus en directo se
tuvieron que sentir muy descolocados. No era eso lo que esperaban
oir. Ni siquiera les hablaba de Dios directamente. Dios estaba como
una musica de fondo. Es su reino el que van a recibir los pobres de
espiritu y los perseguidos por causa de la justicia. Los que trabajan
por la paz van a ser sus hijos. Dios est4 ahi como el que hace posible
esa oleada de felicidad, de bienaventuranza para toda esa gente.

Es un Dios amigo y hermano que se acerca con la mano extendida
para hacer bienaventuradas a las personas. No es un Dios que viene
con normas ni obligaciones. No es un Dios que pone condiciones.
Es un Dios que acoge y abraza, que comparte con nosotros su reino.
Quizéd por eso los pobres fueron los que entendieron mejor el
mensaje de Jests y las primeras comunidades se podian describir
con las palabras de Pablo en la segunda lectura: “No hay entre
vosotros sabios, ni poderosos ni aristocratas...”

Este domingo no es tiempo de humillarnos ni de convertirnos —ya
llegara ese tiempo—. Es tiempo de alegrarnos por tener un Dios como
el que esta presente en las palabras de Jests. Es tiempo de sentirnos
bienaventurados porque Dios nos mira con misericordia, porque
hemos hallado gracia a sus ojos, porque nuestro Dios no es cruel ni
vengativo ni legalista ni lleva cuenta de nuestros delitos uno a uno.
Nuestro Dios, el Dios de Jesus, quiere nuestra felicidad. Por eso
estamos alegres y este domingo celebramos y gozamos. Con nuestro
Dios y con la vida que nos regala.
