The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, March 12" 2023 —
Third Sunday in Lent (Cycle A)

“THE REAL SENSE OF
ETER ”

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardenal
Raniero Cantalamessa regarding the Word of God for this
Sunday:

To the Samaritan woman, and to all those who to some extent
recognize themselves in her situation, Jesus makes a radical
proposal in the Gospel of this domain: seek another "water",
give meaning and a new horizon to one's life. An eternal
horizon! "The water that I give him will become in him a
fountain of water that springs up for eternal life." Eternity is a
word that has fallen into "disuse." It has become a kind of
taboo for modern man. It is believed that this thought can lead
us away from the concrete historical commitment to change
the world, which is an evasion, a "wasting in heaven the
treasures destined for earth”, Hegel said.

But what is the result? Life, human pain, everything becomes
immensely more absurd. Measurement has been lost. If the
counterweight of eternity is missing, all suffering, all
sacrifice, seems absurd, disproportionate, it "imbalances" us,
throws us to the ground. Saint Paul wrote: "The slight
tribulation of a moment produces for us, above all measures,
a heavy flow of eternal glory." Compared to the eternity of
glory, the weight of tribulation seems "light" to him (to him,
who suffered so much in life!) precisely because it is "for a
moment." Indeed, he adds: "The visible things are temporary,
but the invisible ones are eternal" (2 Cor 4, 17-18).

The philosopher Miguel de Unamuno (who was also a
"secular" thinker), to a friend who reproached him, as if it
were pride or presumption, for his search for eternity,
responded in these terms: "I am not saying that we deserve an
afterlife, nor let logic show it; I say we need it, whether we
deserve it or not, simply. I say that what happens does not
satisfy me, that I thirst for eternity, and that without it
everything is indifferent to me. Without it there is no longer
joy of living... It is too easy to affirm: "You have to live; you
have to be content with this life." And those who do not
conform?». It is not the one who desires eternity who shows
that he does not love life, but the one who does not desire it,
since he so easily resigns himself to the thought that it must
end.

It would be an enormous gain, not only for the Church, but
also for society, to rediscover the sense of eternity. It would

help to find balance, to relativize things, to not fall into despair
in the face of injustices and pain in the world, even fighting
against them. To live less frantically.

In the life of each person there has been a moment in which
they have had a certain intuition of eternity, still confused...
One must be careful not to seek the experience of infinity in
drugs, in unbridled sex and in other things in which that, in
the end, only disappointment and death remain. "Everyone
who drinks this water will thirst again," Jesus told the
Samaritan woman. You have to look for the infinite above,
not below; above reason, not below it, in irrational
drunkenness.

It is clear that it is not enough to know that eternity exists; you
also need to know what to do to achieve it. Ask yourself, like
the rich young man in the Gospel: "Teacher, what must I do
to have eternal life?" Leopardi, in the poem El Infinito, speaks
of a fence that hides the last horizon from view. What is for
us this fence, this obstacle that prevents us from looking
towards the ultimate horizon, towards the eternal? The
Samaritan woman, that day, understood that she had to change
something in her life if she wanted to obtain "eternal life",
because in a short time we find her transformed into an
evangelizer who tells everyone, without shame, what Jesus
has told her.

El Mensaje del Parroco

Domingo 12 de marzo de 2023 —

“EL VERDADERO SENTIDO DE
LA ETERNIDAD”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para
este Domingo:

A la samaritana, y a todos los que en alguna medida se
reconocen en su situacion, Jesus hace una propuesta radical
en el Evangelio de este domino: buscar otro «agua», dar un
sentido y un horizonte nuevo a la propia vida. jUn horizonte
eterno! «El agua que yo le dé se convertira en él en fuente de
agua que brota para la vida eterna». Eternidad es una palabra
que ha caido en «desuso». Se ha convertido en una especie de
tabt para el hombre moderno. Se cree que este pensamiento
puede apartar del compromiso histérico concreto para
cambiar el mundo, que es una evasion, un «desperdiciar en el
cielo los tesoros destinados a la tierra», decia Hegel.

Pero ;cual es el resultado? La vida, el dolor humano, todo se
hace inmensamente mas absurdo. Se ha perdido la medida. Si
falta el contrapeso de la eternidad, todo sufrimiento, todo
sacrificio, parece absurdo, desproporcionado, nos
«desequilibra», nos echa por tierra. San Pablo escribio: «La
leve tribulaciéon de un momento nos produce, sobre toda
medida, un pesado caudal de gloria eterna». En comparacion
con la eternidad de la gloria, el peso de la tribulacion le parece
«ligero» (ja €él, que sufrid tanto en la vida!) precisamente
porque es «de un momento». En efecto, afiade: «Las cosas
visibles son pasajeras, mas las invisibles son eternas» (2 Co 4,
17-18).

El filésofo Miguel de Unamuno (que ademas era un pensador
«laico»), a un amigo que le reprochaba, como si fuera orgullo
o presuncion, su busqueda de eternidad, respondia en estos
términos: «No digo que merezcamos un mas alla, ni que la
logica lo demuestre; digo que lo necesitamos, merezcamoslo
0 no, simplemente. Digo que lo que pasa no me satisface, que
tengo sed de eternidad, y que sin ésta todo me es indiferente.
Sin ella no existe ya alegria de vivir... Es demasiado facil
afirmar: "Hay que vivir, hay que conformarse con esta vida".
.Y los que no se conforman?». No es quien desea la eternidad
el que muestra que no ama la vida, sino quien no la desea,
dado que se resigna tan facilmente al pensamiento de que
aquella deba terminar. Seria una enorme ganancia, no s6lo
para la Iglesia, sino también para la sociedad, redescubrir el
sentido de eternidad. Ayudaria a reencontrar el equilibrio, a
relativizar las cosas, a no caer en la desesperacion ante las

injusticias y el dolor que hay en el mundo, aun luchando
contra ellas. A vivir menos frenéticamente.

En la vida de cada persona ha habido un momento en que se
ha tenido cierta intuicion de eternidad, atin confuso... Hay que
estar atentos a no buscar la experiencia del infinito en la droga,
en el sexo desenfrenado y en otras cosas en las que, al final,
solo queda desilusion y muerte. «Todo el que beba de esta
agua volvera a tener sed», dijo Jests a la samaritana. Hay que
buscar lo infinito en lo alto, no hacia abajo; por encima de la
razon, no por debajo de ella, en las ebriedades irracionales.

Esta claro que no basta con saber que existe la eternidad; se
necesita también saber qué hacer para alcanzarla. Preguntarse,
como el joven rico del Evangelio: «Maestro, ;qué debo hacer
para tener la vida eterna?». Leopardi, en la poesia El Infinito,
habla de un cercado que oculta de la vista el ltimo horizonte.
(Cual es para nosotros este cercado, este obstdculo que nos
impide mirar hacia el horizonte ultimo, hacia lo eterno? La
samaritana, aquel dia, comprendié que debia cambiar algo en
su vida si deseaba obtener la "vida eterna", porque en poco
tiempo la encontramos transformada en una evangelizadora
que relata a todos, sin vergiienza, cuanto le ha dicho Jesus.
