The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, April 9", 2023 —
Easter Sunday of the Resurrection of the Lord (Cycle A)

I*" Reading: Acts 10:34a, 37-43; Psalm: 118:1-2, 16-17, 22-23;
2" Reading: Col 3:1-4; Gospel: Jn 20:1-9;

“HE IS RISEN”

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardenal
Raniero Cantalamessa regarding the Word of God for this
Sunday:

To the women who came to the tomb, on Easter morning, the
angel said: "Do not be afraid. You are looking for Jesus of
Nazareth, the crucified. He is risen!" But has Jesus really
risen? What guarantees do we have that it is a fact that really
happened, and not an invention or a suggestion? Saint Paul,
writing at no more than twenty-five years from the events,
quotes all the people who saw him after his resurrection, most
of whom were still alive (1 Cor 15,8). Of what fact of antiquity
do we have testimonies as strong as this one?

But to convince us of the truth of the fact there is also a general
observation. At the time of Jesus' death, the disciples were
dispersed; his case is considered closed: "We hoped it was
him...", say the disciples of Emmaus. Obviously, they no
longer expect it. And behold, suddenly, we see these same
men unanimously proclaim that Jesus is alive, facing, for this
testimony, trials, persecutions and finally, one after another,
martyrdom, and death. What could have determined such a
radical change, other than the certainty that He had truly
risen?

They cannot be deceived, because they have talked and eaten
with him after his resurrection; and besides they were
practical men, not easily exalted. They themselves doubt at
first and oppose not a little resistance to believe. They cannot
even have deceived others, because if Jesus had not risen, the
first to be betrayed (and lose their own lives!) were precisely
them. Without the fact of the resurrection, the birth of
Christianity and the Church becomes a mystery even more
difficult to explain than the resurrection itself.

These are some historical, objective arguments; but the
strongest proof that Christ has risen is that he is alive! Alive,
not because we keep him alive by talking about him, but
because he keeps us alive, he communicates to us the sense of
his presence, he makes us wait. "those who believe in Christ
are touched by him in their hearts", said Saint Augustine, and
true believers experience the truth of this statement.

Those who do not believe in the reality of the resurrection
have always hypothesized that it was a matter of

autosuggestion; the apostles believed they saw. But this, if it
were true, would ultimately constitute a miracle no less than
what one wants to avoid admitting. It supposes, in effect, that
different people, in different situations and places, all had the
same hallucination. Imaginary visions usually come to those
who expect them and desire them intensely; but the apostles,
after the events of Good Friday, no longer expected anything.

The resurrection of Christ is, for the spiritual universe, what
the initial Big-bang was for the physical universe, according
to a modern theory: such an explosion of energy as to give the
cosmos that expansion movement that is still going on,
billions of millions. of years later. It takes away the Church's
faith in the resurrection and everything stops and goes out,
like when the electricity goes out in a house. Saint Paul wrote:
"If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe
in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be
saved" (Rom 10:9). "The faith of Christians is the resurrection
of Christ," said Saint Augustine. Everyone believes that Jesus
is dead, including pagans and agnostics. But only Christians
believe that he too has risen, and he is not a Christian if he
does not believe this. Resurrecting him from death, it is as if
God confirmed the work of Christ, he printed his seal on him.
"God has given all men a guarantee about Jesus, by raising
him from the dead" (Acts 17:31).

El Mensaje del Parroco

“HA RESUCITADO”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para
este Domingo:

A las mujeres que acudieron al sepulcro, la mafiana de Pascua,
el angel les dijo: «No temais. Buscais a Jesus Nazareno, el
crucificado. jHa resucitado!». ;Pero verdaderamente ha
resucitado Jesus? ;Qué garantias tenemos de que se trata de
un hecho realmente acontecido, y no de una invencion o de
una sugestion? San Pablo, escribiendo a la distancia de no mas
de veinticinco afos de los hechos, cita a todas las personas
que le vieron después de su resurreccion, la mayoria de las
cuales aun vivia (1 Co 15,8). ;De qué hecho de la antigiiedad
tenemos testimonios tan fuertes como de éste?

Pero para convencernos de la verdad del hecho existe también
una observacion general. En el momento de la muerte de Jesus
los discipulos se dispersaron; su caso se da por cerrado:
«Esperabamos que fuera él...», dicen los discipulos de Emaus.
Evidentemente, ya no lo esperan. Y he aqui que, de improviso,
vemos a estos mismos hombres proclamar unanimes que
Jestis esta vivo; afrontar, por este testimonio, procesos,
persecuciones y finalmente, uno tras otro, el martirio y la
muerte. ;Qué ha podido determinar un cambio tan radical,
mas que la certeza de que El verdaderamente habia
resucitado?

No pueden estar engafiados, porque han hablado y comido con
El después de su resurreccion;, y ademas eran hombres
practicos, ajenos a exaltarse facilmente. Ellos mismos dudan
de primeras y oponen no poca resistencia a creer. Ni siquiera
pueden haber engafiado a los demas, porque si Jesis no
hubiera resucitado, los primeros en ser traicionados y salir
perdiendo (jla propia vida!) eran precisamente ellos. Sin el
hecho de la resurreccion, el nacimiento del cristianismo y de
la Iglesia se convierte en un misterio aun mas dificil de
explicar que la resurreccion misma.

Estos son algunos argumentos historicos, objetivos; pero la
prueba mas fuerte de que Cristo ha resucitado jes que esta
vivo! Vivo, no porque nosotros le mantengamos con vida
hablando de El, sino porque El nos tiene en vida a nosotros,
nos comunica el sentido de su presencia, nos hace esperar.
«Toca a Cristo quien cree en Cristo», decia san Agustin, y los
auténticos creyentes experimentan la verdad de esta
afirmacion.

Los que no creen en la realidad de la resurreccion siempre han
planteado la hipotesis de que se haya tratado de fenomenos de
autosugestion; los apostoles creyeron ver. Pero esto, si fuera
cierto, constituiria al final un milagro no inferior al que se
quiere evitar admitir. Supone, en efecto, que personas
distintas, en situaciones y lugares diferentes, tuvieron todas la
misma alucinacion. Las visiones imaginarias llegan
habitualmente a quien las espera y las desea intensamente;
pero los apostoles, después de los sucesos del Viernes Santo,
ya no esperaban nada.

La resurreccion de Cristo es, para el universo espiritual, lo que
fue para el universo fisico, segin una teoria moderna, el Big-
bang inicial: tal explosion de energia como para imprimir al
cosmos ese movimiento de expansion que prosigue todavia,
miles de millones de afios después. Quita a la Iglesia la fe en
la resurreccion y todo se detiene y se apaga, como cuando en
una casa se va la luz. San Pablo escribio: «Si confiesas con tu
boca que Jesus es el Seflor y crees en tu corazon que Dios le
resucito de entre los muertos, seras salvo» (Rm 10,9). «La fe
de los cristianos es la resurreccion de Cristo», decia san
Agustin. Todos creen que Jesus ha muerto, también los
paganos y los agnoésticos. Pero sélo los cristianos creen que
también ha resucitado, y no se es cristiano si no se cree esto.
Resucitandole de la muerte, es como si Dios confirmara la
obra de Cristo, le imprimiera su sello. «Dios ha dado a todos
los hombres una garantia sobre Jesus, al resucitarlo de entre
los muertos» (Hechos 17,31).
