The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, April 23 2023 -
Third Sunday of Easter (Cycle A)

I* Reading: Acts 2:14,22-23; Psalm: 16:1-2, 5, 7-11;
2" Reading: 1 Pt 1:17-21; Gospel: Lk 24.:13-35;

“HE EXPLAINED THE
SCRIPTURES TO THEM”

Dear brothers and sisters,
Many blessings to you and your families...

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal
Raniero Cantalamessa regarding the Word of God for this
Sunday:

"Didn't our hearts burn while he talked to us, on the road,
when he explained the Scriptures to us?" We want to reflect
precisely on this point of the Gospel regarding the disciples of
Emmaus: The Scriptures. There are two ways to approach the
Bible. The first is to consider it an ancient book, full of
religious wisdom, moral values, and poetry. From this point
of view, it is absolutely the most important book to understand
our western culture and the Judeo-Christian religion. It is also
the most printed and read book of all mankind.

But there is another way, much more committed, to approach
the Bible; it is to believe that it contains the living Word of
God for us. That it is an "inspired" book, that is, written, yes,
by human authors, with all its limits, but with the direct
intervention of God. A very human and, at the same time,
divine book, which speaks to the man of all time, reveals the
meaning of life and death.

Above all, it reveals to them the love of God. If all the Bibles
in the world, said Saint Augustine, due to some cataclysm,
were destroyed and only one copy remained, and only one
page of this copy would no longer be legible, and only one
line of that page, if this line is that of the first Letter of John
where it is written: "God is love", the entire Bible would have
been saved, because it is summed up in this. This explains
why so many people go to the Bible without culture, without
great studies, with simplicity, with faith that it is the Holy
Spirit who speaks in it, and there they find answers to their
problems, light, encouragement, in a word: life.

The two ways of approaching the Bible - the scholarly and the
faith - are not excluded; What's more, they must stick
together. It is necessary to study the Bible, the ways in which
it must be interpreted (or consider the results of those who
study it in this way), so as not to fall into fundamentalism.
Fundamentalism consists of taking a verse from the Bible
literally and applying it as it is, to today's situations, without
considering the difference in culture, time, the different
literary genres of the Bible. It is believed, for example, that
the world is a little over four thousand years old because those
are the years that are given in the Bible, although we know
that, if we talk about years, the world is several thousand
million, only that the Bible is not written to do science, but to

give salvation. God, in the Bible, has adapted to speak in the
way that the men of the time could understand; he has not
written only for the men of the technological age.

On the other hand, however, to reduce the Bible to a mere
object of study and scholarship, while remaining neutral
before its message, would mean killing it. It would be as if a
boyfriend who has received a love letter from his girlfriend
began to examine it with the dictionary, from the point of view
of grammar and syntax, and stopped at these aspects, without
perceiving the love it contains. Reading the Bible without
faith is like opening a book in the middle of the night: you
can't see anything, or at least not the essentials. Reading
Scripture with faith means reading it with reference to Christ,
capturing, on each page, what has to do with Him. Just as He
did with the disciples of Emmaus.

Jesus has stayed among us in two ways: in the Eucharist and
in his Word. He is present in both: in the Eucharist in the form
of food, in the Word in the form of light and truth. The Word
has a great advantage over the Eucharist. They cannot get
closer to communion than those who already believe and are
in a state of grace; On the other hand, everyone can approach
the Word of God, believers, and non-believers, married, and
divorced. Moreover, to become believers, the most normal
way is precisely to listen to the Word of God.

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias...

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para
este Domingo:

«Acaso no ardia nuestro corazén mientras hablaba con
nosotros, en el camino, cuando nos explicaba las Escrituras?».
Deseamos reflexionar precisamente sobre este punto del
Evangelio relativo a los discipulos de Emaus: las Escrituras.
Hay dos modos de acercarse a la Biblia. El primero es
considerarla un libro antiguo, lleno de sabiduria religiosa, de
valores morales y también de poesia. Desde este punto de
vista es absolutamente el libro mas importante para
comprender nuestra cultura occidental y la religion
judeocristiana. Es también el libro mas impreso y leido de
toda la humanidad.

Pero existe otro modo, mucho mas comprometido, de
aproximarse a la Biblia; es el de creer que contiene la Palabra
viva de Dios para nosotros. Que es un libro «inspirado», esto
es, escrito, si, por autores humanos, con todos sus limites, pero
con la intervencion directa de Dios. Un libro humanisimo y, a
la vez, divino, que habla al hombre de todos los tiempos, les
revela el sentido de la vida y de la muerte.

Sobre todo, les revela el amor de Dios. Si todas las Biblias del
mundo, decia san Agustin, por algin cataclismo, fueran
destruidas y quedara una sola copia, y de ésta ya no fuera
legible mas que una pagina, y de tal pagina sélo una linea, si
esta linea es la de la primera Carta de Juan donde esta escrito:
«Dios es amory, toda la Biblia se habria salvado, porque se
resume en esto. Ello explica por qué tantas personas se
encaminan a la Biblia sin cultura, sin grandes estudios, con
sencillez, con fe en que es el Espiritu Santo quien habla en
ella, y ahi encuentran respuestas a sus problemas, luz, aliento,
en una palabra: vida.

Las dos formas de acercarse a la Biblia -la erudita y la de fe--
no se excluyen; es mas, deben mantenerse unidas. Es
necesario estudiar la Biblia, los modos en que se hay que
interpretarla (o tener en cuenta los resultados de quienes asi la
estudian), para no caer en el fundamentalismo. El
fundamentalismo consiste en tomar un versiculo de la Biblia
literalmente y aplicarlo tal cual, a las situaciones de hoy, sin
considerar la diferencia de cultura, de tiempo, los distintos
géneros literarios de la Biblia. Se cree, por ejemplo, que el
mundo tiene poco mas de cuatro mil afios de edad porque son

los afios que se desprenden de la Biblia, si bien sabemos que,
si hablamos de afios, el mundo tiene varios miles de millones,
solo que la Biblia no esta escrita para hacer ciencia, sino para
dar salvacion. Dios, en la Biblia, se ha adaptado a hablar en el
modo que los hombres del tiempo pudieran entender; no ha
escrito solo para los hombres de la era tecnologica.

Por otro lado, sin embargo, reducir la Biblia a un mero objeto
de estudio y de erudicion, permaneciendo neutrales ante su
mensaje, significaria matarla. Seria como si un novio que ha
recibido una carta de amor de su novia se pusiera a examinarla
con el diccionario, desde el punto de vista de la gramatica y
de la sintaxis, y se detuviera en estos aspectos, sin percibir el
amor que contiene. Leer la Biblia sin fe es como abrir un libro
en plena noche: no se ve nada, o al menos no lo esencial. Leer
la Escritura con fe significa leerla con referencia a Cristo,
captando, en cada pagina, aquello que tiene que ver con El.
Igual que El hizo con los discipulos de Emaus.

Jests se ha quedado entre nosotros de dos maneras: en la
Eucaristia y en su Palabra. En ambas estd El presente: en la
Eucaristia en forma de alimento, en la Palabra en forma de luz
y de verdad. La Palabra tiene una gran ventaja sobre la
Eucaristia. A la comunién no se pueden acercar mas que los
que ya creen y estan en estado de gracia; a la Palabra de Dios,
en cambio, se pueden acercar todos, creyentes y no creyentes,
casados y divorciados. Es mas, para llegar a ser creyentes, el
medio mas normal es precisamente el de escuchar la Palabra
de Dios.
