The Pastor’s Message

Sunday, August 6", 2023 —
The Transfiguration of the Lord (Cycle A)

I*' Reading: Dn 7:9-10,13-14; Psalm: 97:1-2, 5-6, 9;
2"! Reading: 2 Pt 1:16-19; Gospel: Mt 17:1-9;

“ALL WERE SATISFIED”

Dear brothers and sisters,

Many blessings for you and your families...Today we are going to
share the reflections of Cardenal Raniero Cantalamessa regarding
the Word of God for this Sunday:

One day Jesus retires to a lonely place, on the Sea of Galilee. But
when he goes to disembark, he finds a large crowd waiting for him.
He "felt compassion on them and healed his sick." He speaks to them
of the kingdom of God. But meanwhile he gets late. The apostles
suggest dismissing the crowd, so that food can be found in nearby
towns. But Jesus leaves them stunned saying, so that everyone can
hear: "You give them to eat!". And the disciples answer, puzzled:
«We only have five loaves and two fish! ». Jesus orders them to be
taken away. He invites everyone to sit down. He takes the five
loaves and the two fish, prays, gives thanks to the Father, then orders
everything to be distributed to the crowd.

"They all ate and were satisfied, and they picked up twelve baskets
full of the leftover pieces." There are five thousand men, without
counting, says the Gospel, women, and children. It's the most joyous
picnic in the history of the world! What does this Gospel passage
teach us? First, that Jesus cares and "feels compassion" for the whole
man, body, and soul. Jesus distributes the Word to souls, healing,
and nourishment to bodies. Therefore, the objection arises: why
doesn't he do it today too? Why doesn't he multiply bread for so
many millions of hungry people on earth?

The Gospel of the multiplication of the loaves contains a detail that
can help us find the answer. Jesus did not simply snap his fingers
and magically make loaves and fish appear at will. He asked his
disciples what they had; he invited them to share the little they had:
five loaves and two fish.

He does the same today. He asks that we pool the resources of the
earth. It is well known that, at least from a food point of view, our
earth would be capable of supporting more billions of human beings
than it is today. But how can we accuse God of not providing enough
bread for everyone, when every year we destroy millions of tons of
food supplies, which we call "surplus", in order not to lower prices?
A better distribution is needed, a greater solidarity and sharing: the
solution is there.

I know, it's not that simple. There is a mania for armament, there are
irresponsible rulers who help to keep many populations starving.
But a part of the responsibility also falls on the rich countries. We
are now that anonymous person (a boy, according to one of the
evangelists) who has five loaves and two fish; only we keep them
tight and take good care not to hand them over to be divided among
all.

By the way it is described ("he took the five loaves and the two fish,
and looking up to heaven, he blessed, and breaking the loaves, he
gave them to the disciples") the multiplication of the loaves and the
fish it has always made us think of the multiplication of that other
bread that is the body of Christ. For this reason, the oldest

representations of the Eucharist show us a basket with five loaves
and, on the sides, two fish, like the mosaic discovered in Tabga, in
Palestine, in the

church erected in the place of the multiplication of the loaves, or in
the fresco of Priscilla's catacombs.

Basically, what we are doing at this moment is also a multiplication
of the loaves: the bread of the word of God. I have broken the bread
of the word and the printing press has multiplied my words, so that
more than five thousand men, this time too, have eaten and been
satisfied. One task remains: "to pick up the leftover pieces", to get
the word across to those who have not participated in the banquet.
Become "repeaters" and witnesses of the message.

El Mensaje del Parroco

Domingo 6 de agosto de 2023 —
La Transfiguracion del Serior (Ciclo A)

“TODOS FUERON SACIADOS”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias... Hoy vamos a compartir
las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje
de la Palabra de Dios para este Domingo:

Un dia Jests se retira a un lugar solitario, en el mar de Galilea. Pero
cuando va a desembarcar, se encuentra con una gran multitud que le
espera. El «sinti6 compasion de ellos y curd a sus enfermos». Les
habla del reino de Dios. Pero entretanto atardece. Los apostoles
sugieren despedir a la multitud, para que se procure comida en los
pueblos cercanos. Pero Jesus les deja de piedra diciendo, de forma
que todos oigan: «jDadles vosotros de comer!». Y los discipulos
responden desconcertados: «jNo tenemos mas que cinco panes y dos
peces!». Jesus ordena que se los lleven. Invita a todos a sentarse.
Toma los cinco panes y los dos peces, ora, da gracias al Padre,
después ordena distribuir todo a la multitud.

«Todos comieron y se saciaron, y recogieron de los trozos sobrantes
doce canastos llenos». Son cinco mil hombres, sin contar, dice el
Evangelio, a las mujeres y a los nifios. jEs el picnic mas gozoso en
la historia del mundo! ;Qué nos ensefa este pasaje del Evangelio?
Primero, que Jesus se preocupa y «siente compasion» de todo el
hombre, cuerpo y alma. A las almas Jesus distribuye la Palabra, a
los cuerpos la curacion y el alimento. Surge por lo tanto objetar: ;por
qué no lo hace también hoy? ;Por qué no multiplica el pan para
tantos millones de hambrientos que hay en la tierra?

El Evangelio de la multiplicacion de los panes contiene un detalle
que nos puede ayudar a encontrar la respuesta. Jests no chasqued
simplemente los dedos e hizo aparecer como por arte de magia panes
y peces a voluntad. Pregunt6 a sus discipulos qué tenian; invitd a
compartir lo poco que tenian: cinco panes y dos peces.

Lo mismo hace hoy. Pide que pongamos en comun los recursos de
la tierra. Es archisabido que, al menos desde el punto de vista
alimentario, nuestra tierra seria capaz de mantener a mas miles de
millones de seres humanos que los actuales. ;Pero como podemos
acusar a Dios de no proporcionar pan suficiente para todos, cuando
cada afio destruimos millones de toneladas de provisiones
alimentarias, que llamamos «excedentes», para no bajar los precios?
Se necesita una mejor distribucién, una mayor solidaridad y
compartir: la solucion esta ahi.

Lo sé: no es tan sencillo. Existe la mania de los armamentos, hay
gobernantes irresponsables que contribuyen a mantener muchas
poblaciones en el hambre. Pero una parte de responsabilidad cae
también en los paises ricos. Nosotros somos ahora aquella persona
anonima (un chaval, seglin uno de los evangelistas) que tiene cinco
panes y dos peces; so6lo que los mantenemos apretados y nos
guardamos bien de entregarlos para que sean divididos entre todos.

Por el modo en que esta descrita («tomo los cinco panes y los dos
peces, y levantando los ojos al cielo, pronuncié la bendicién y,
partiendo los panes, se los dio a los discipulos») la multiplicacion
de los panes y los peces ha hecho siempre pensar en la

multiplicacion de ese otro pan que es el cuerpo de Cristo. Por esto
las mas antiguas representaciones de la Eucaristia nos muestran un
canasto con cinco panes y, a los lados, dos peces, como el mosaico
descubierto en Tabga, en Palestina, en la iglesia erigida en el lugar
de la multiplicacion de los panes, o en el fresco de las catacumbas
de Priscila.

En el fondo, también lo que estamos haciendo en este momento es
una multiplicacion de los panes: el pan de la palabra de Dios. Yo he
partido el pan de la palabra y la imprenta ha multiplicado mis
palabras, de modo que mas de cinco mil hombres, también esta vez,
han comido y se han saciado. Queda una tarea: «recoger los trozos
sobrantes», hacer llegar la palabra igualmente a quien no ha
participado en el banquete. Hacerse «repetidores» y testigos del
mensaje.
